! Republican Orders of Knighthood.

France's Chamber of Deputies has fre-
quently had under consideration proposals
: for the abolition of the order of the
i Legion of lionor and of other French
jdccoration.« on the plea that their existence
|is contrary to the principles upon which
a republic based. There is not the
vslightest chance, however, of any such pro-
! posal ever becoming law, and if the cham-
‘h(-:' occasionally indulges in a discussion
{ upon the subject it is because its members
are disdualified by virtue of their office
ft‘rom accepting any French order as long
as they belong to the national legislature.
The Senate might be relied upon to reject
|any such measure, even if it were enacted
by the Chamber of Deputies, while the gov-
ernment would sooner dissolve Parliament
| than render itself a party to any such un-
popular move. é

For, in spite of all that is said to the
contrary, orders of knighthood are quite
as popular in France as in any monarchical
country—more so, indeed, since the Legion
of Honor carries with it prerogatives which
titles of noblility no longer retain. In fact,
;the only French people that I have ever
!found to be really indifferent to the red
"ribbon of the legion of Henor are the
members of the Chamber of Deputies, who
Iare precluded from receiving it.

the nation. For the Mexican Republic has
just founded a new order of knighthood to
commemorate its centennial this vear. It
bears thke {itle of the Order of Mexican
Noblemen, and is composed of five classes—
that of grand cross, those of commander

| that of officer and lastly that of chevalier
of the order. The first class has just been

bestowed by President Diaz upon the
Kaiser. This is the first Mexican order
to be created since the overthrow of the

empire and the death
| milian.

The United States has its medal of honor,
. bestowed by Conzress for feats of distin-
guished gallaniry in the face of the enemy.
It is the American counterpart of the Vic-
toria Cross of Engiand, of the Iron Cross
of Prussia. the Order of St. George of
{ Russia, and of the Order of Maria Therese
| of Austria.

Venezuela several orders, the best
krown of which is that of Bolivar. Bo-
livia has the Order of Christopher Colum-
bvs, while in Brazil all orders of knight-

LETTER OF FUND’S MANAGER

Plea for Little Ones Hungry far
a Holiday Before the
Summer Ends.

Newspapers throughout the towns and
smaller cities of New. York, New Jersey
and Pennsylvania are lending their col-
umns this week to the work of the Trib-
une Fresh Air Fund. A few days ago a
letter of appeal for homes for the Fresh
Air children was sent by Dr. Devins, the
manager of the fund, to the editors of the
region surrounding the metropolis, with
the request that they bring the claims of
the work to theTattention of their subscrib-
ers.

Generous in their response, most of them
reprint the letter and comment favorably
upon the cause far which it speaks. Al-
ready replles and inquiries that show the
result of the appeal are being received.

The letter is reprinted here, in the hope
that some to whose attention it has not been
brought may hear its call. It is addressed
“T'o those who love little children,” and
is as follows:

“Please, leddy, ain't there somebody as'll
take me an’ Nellie along with the ‘Fresh
Afrs’ this summer?” . .

Mrs, Corwine sald she noticed that the
man appeared to take a rather unusual in-
terest in her daughter, and several times
spoke to the girl in a pleasant way. Eve-
