M.IFX PROCESSES OF JUSTICE.'
The announcement that Mexico will

henceforth modify her prison system in
BcftM respects so as to conform with
that of this and other countries is grati-
fying »- an indication of progress tow-

ard uniformity of practice in the ad-
ministration of justice in all civilized
lands. Each nation is of course entitled
to its individuality in this and other
matters, and t.iat individuality Is to be
respected by ih< world;and the fact is
to be recognized that there are several
distinct systems of law and jurispru-
dence which differ radically one from
another. Yet with the increase of inti-
macy among the nations and with- the
development of a coherent hnd ettlcleiit
code of international law it should be
practicable, and i: certainly would.be
desirable, to establish in sonic respects \u25a0
considerable degree of uniformity in in
rldical proceedings

Perhaps iw>]ice commissioners have
not sufficiently informed themselves of
what goes on in the magistrates^ courts.
To understand what sort of work pa-
trolmen are doing the department
should know exactly what sort of cases
they present against those whom they
arraign. It should have the means to
inform itself when officers make stupid

and needless arrests,' and It should
discipline them . "vfaeii it seems neces-
sary to do so t . stop the practice.

Now that the Mayor has called atten-
tion to what happened at the night
court some adequate system may be
adopted to keep the department fully
Informed as to the sort of arrests pa-
trolmen make and enable It to hold its
in. responsible for stupidity.

"stupid arrests::
Mayor Gaynor lias a clear case

against the police for making stupid
and unnecessary arrests. Arrests of
boys throwing a rubber ball in the
street, and for dancing on a building
platform, and of men for "talking in a
loud and boisterous manner." and for
drinking beer out of a can. and for dis-
puting with a woman in a hallway
plainly fall in the class of stupid and
unnecessary arrests. It would be Inter-
esting t.i know how large a proportion
of the arrests made by the .police are
for such trivial causes as these, bow
many persons arraigned before the
magistrates have to be discharged be-
cause they have committed no offences
and owe their arrest merely to police
stupidity!! The Mayor's experiences in
the night court suggest that there must
be an enormous number.

The needless annoyance of citizens in
subjecting them to the indignity of
groundless arrest is reason enough for
the Mayor's indignation. But, more-
over, to secure efficiency in the force
it is requisite that the officers should not
waste their time in haling prisoners to
court unnecessarily. To make an ar-
rest, convey the prisoner to the station
house, then to the court and wait for his
arraignment and discharge take the
patrolman off his beat for two or three
boors. When that three hours i- a
sheer waste of time that might be pre-

vented by the exercise of ordinary com-
1 on sense it is to the Interest of'those
charged with the administration of the
department to instil ,-i little sense Into
iue force.

THE FKOVIXCETOTWV MEMORIAL.
One of the IBOB< obvious and most per-

tinent comments upon the commemora-
tion of yesterday at Proviacetowu is an
expression of wonder at its not having

been made long ago. Perhaps the ex-

planation may be found in the Inclina-
tion which too widely prevails among

Americans to glory in present greatness
rather than to celebrate the .•fchiovo-
inents of ihe past. When a Dewey
comes home from Manila we welcome
him with mighty pomp. In a Hudson-
Pulton celebration wo pay attention to
the past but still more to the exploita-
tion of present greatness; But for the
making of memorials of the past which
are memorials and nothing more, with
nothing at ourreut: utilitarianism to
commend them to practical enterprise,
we are too prone to show indifference
ifnot actual reluctance.

P.ut it is well that Provincetown is at
last made site of a stately memorial,
since in fact in historic interest there
are few places more worthy of that dis-
tinction. Plymouth must. Indeed, enjoy
the fame of being tho site- of the first

permanent New England settlement.. But
at Provincetown whs made the. first
landinc. and in harbor there, within the
shelter of Long Point, was made In the
Mayflower's cabin- that famous compact
which has been not altogether extrava-
gantly eulogized as the first written
constitution, in the making of which,
faid Bancroft, humanity recovered its
rights and instituted government onihe
basis of equal laws enacted, by all the
people for the general good.

It was appropriate that among the
many who yesterday thronged the quaint.
Cape Cod town were 'conspicuous the
President of the United States and the
ex-president of Harvard University. The
one was the representative of the whole
continental union which has grown
chiefly from the seed which was im-
planted nearly three centuries ago in
New England's seemingly inhospitable

-ii: Hie other, of the first great insti-
tution of learning and of humane cult-
ure which was established upon the
North American Continent. in that rep-
resentation was suggested the outcome
of that desperate Mayflower venture.
The contrast between the one solitary
cockleshell craft of the Pilgrims and the
mighty armament which yesterday thun-
dered salutes in those historic waters
is no more marked than that between
the little commonwealth of John Car-
ver's time and that of William 11. Taft's
T-the allbut immeasurable achievements
which lie between November 11. 1020.
and August -". 1010.

will demand the 'fulfilment of the- lease
nnd America will hack her in it. that
Japan will repudiate "the lease. and re-
fuse its -fulfilment, and that therefore
there will be war.

We could not easily imagine an enemy
of Japan's making a more offensive as-
persion upon- the character and integrity
of that country than that which is thus
necessarily implied in the words of this
'Jingo*' historian, and we cannot, for a
moment believe that it will he approved
i>y the thoughtful and responsible men
.of that empire. The faithful perform-
ance of.ail her .undertakings has hith-
erto been one of the glories of Japan.

It is inconceivable that *<he would repu-
diate that ni<st creditable record and
cynically proclaim to the world that she
purposes to -<> to war rather than to
keep faith.
