' Cleveland Police Abandon Theory
That Enemy Kiiled Him.

FIND DISCHARGED CADDIE

Will Probably Release Him—
William Nelson Cromwell Adds
$5,000 to Reward.

Cleveland, Aug 8 - The theory that Will-
iam L. Rice. the millionaire attornev, who
was murdered near his FBuclid Heights
homie on Friday night, was assassinated for
revenge was practically abandoned by the
police this evening. The discovery of new
clews vesterday and to-day, all of which
point to attempted robbery as the motive
of the crime, has confirmed their opinion
that hold-up men are responsible for the
lawver's death. Friends of Rice still be-
lleve he was assassinated by & personal
enemy.

The police say thev have learned that a
robbery had been planned by professional
eriminals in the neighborhod of Mr. Rice's
home on the night of the murder. This in-
formation has convinced the authorities
that Mr. Rice was Killed by thieves whom
he accidentally encountered and attempted
to arrest.

The two objections to the robbery theory
are that the body was found lying in the
ful: giare of an arc light and that nothing
of value had been removed from i1t. The
police explain this on the ground that the
murder was preceded by a struggie In which
Mr. Rice's assallants were forced into the
light and that noise of an approaching au-
tomobile frightened them away before they
had a chance to rifie their victim

To stimulate the already active search for
the murderer of Rice the reward for the
apprehension of his assailants was in-
creased 10,00 to-day. In addition to
the §,,00 reward posted last Saturday by
Mr. Rice's law partners, Willilam Nelson
Cromweli, of New York, who accompanied

summer resort, offered another $5006 to-
dav. Mr. Cromwell was a close personal

friend and business associate of Mr. Rice.
He has taken charge of Rice's affairs.

1t became known to-day that Pasquale
Guiliamo, a sevenioen-yaar-old Italian, was
arrested on the Euclid Golf Club links last
night and examin'd closely as to his
whereabouts on the night of the Rice mur-
der Guillaimo, a former caddie at the
Euclid links, was discharged at Mr. Rice's
instigation after a fight with the master
caddie.

SUGAR PICKETS VICTORS

Drive Away Workmen So That
Plant Can't Reopen.

The Havemeyer & Flder sugar refineries,
fn Wiiliamsburg, were not reopened yes-
terday, as was expected. Strike pickets
were stationed all around the piant, and
most of tha men who wanted to return
to work were intercepted, and many were
attacked and put to flight. Tt requires a
force of three hundred men to start
the works in the refinedy. Only about
one hundred responded, and some of thesa
men had to he escorted to the place by
their wives, who insisted upon théir going
back to work.

The pickets were scattered from Kent
avenue to Driggs avenue, a distance of
nearly half a mila, and from South 1ith
street to Rushwick Creek, a distance of
more than a mile. The police zone was in-
sida these lines. Many women had their
husbands by the arm and marched them
in the direction of the plant. Manyv of the
women couldn’t pass the pickets, and gave
up the job. There were two hundred po-
licemen, among them mounted men, and
they were under the charge of Deputy
Commissioner Reynolds, Inspectors Hola-
han and Harkins and Captain Doolev.

It was said at the refineries vesterday
that several thousand applicatiens for work
had been received from Germans and Trish-
men, and that a large force of men would
be drawn from this list to reopen the re-
fineries to-morrow

APPROVES BUDGET EXHIBITS

Mayor Says Ta.xp;yers Should
Know All the Facts.

In reply to a request for information re-
garding the proposed hudget exhibit. Mayor
Gaynor vesterday wrote to Controller Wil-
son, of Chicago, as follows:

He said he had seen editorials
based on the mistaken notion that the
budget, to meet which the tax rate was
fixed by the Board of Aldermen recently,
was made up by the present administration.

As for the coming budget exhibit, the
Mayor has written to the heads of various
departments asking that they take pains
to prepare a complete exhibit, and see to it
that their employes visit the exhibit when
opened and study its meaning.

VICTORY FOR BLUE ARMY

Drives Back the Invading Forces
of the Reds at Pine Camp.

MORE THAN 3,000 ENGAGED

Ex-President Roosevell will Not
Be Able to Attend Extensive
Militia Manceuvres To-day.

Pine Camp. N. T, Ang. & —The invasion
from the North was halted to-day, a sharp
hattle between the invading Red arm¥y and
the defending Blua ending this afternoon
in a decisive victory for the Biue.
