Mont., and Colvllle, W_.sh.. na-
tional forests; the Flathead Indian nserva-
|tion and the Glacier Nation*; Fark, in
:Montana. The troops- have been spread'
over the entire fire belt, and General Leon-

;ard Wood, chief of staff of the army, has
• informed the Interior Department and For-
ieft Service officials that the assistance of
jthe army wil! be griven in meeting the emer-
Ipency to the limit of the number of soldiers

\u25a0 available ifnecessary.

Official reports of the situation which
have been received here from field agent?
are meagre, consisting chlofly of a general
statement of the conditions on which ap-
peals for assistance of the soldiers are
based. This is regarded here as significant
of the seriousness erf the situation.

The War Department has been bombarded
with requests for troops to fight fires In

ipractically the same or adjacent territory
Iby both the Interior Department and the
IForest Service. In response to the request
'of General Wood, the two services have
.agreed on a plan for the distribution of the
soldiers and for jointaction In the future.

Two companies of infant ry from Fort
:Wright, Washington, have been ordered to
IWallace, Ida., and one company to Kalis-
pell, Mont. The two companies now on the
way to Glficier Park will be divided and one
wil! be sent to Kallspell. giving that section
two companies. The War Department now
has troops all around the fire belt in West-
ern thmtmaM and Northern Idaho, either at

jmobt_-B-tlon camps or at home posts.

Spokane. Wash., Aug. 13— Fierce forest
fires r_ging in the Caeur d'Alene region

1in Idaho, especially near Wallace. Murray

and Mullar.. are taxing the righting re-
!sources of hundreds of men almost beyond
endurance, and the task of subduing the
flamet is apparently hopeless. Citizens of

War Department Denies Respon-
sibility for Desertion.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]
Washington, Aupust 13.

DESERTIONS DECREASING. -Army of-
ficers say that recent attacks on the ad-
ministration of the "War Department on
account of desertions are based on igno-
rance of the facts. A year ago the de-
sertions were of a percentage which caused
considerable apprehension and led to some
emphatic remarks by the adjutant general
of the army. Much criticism of the mili-
tary authorities has lately been expressed
because recruits are photographed and
subjected to the finger print record at en-
listment. It is by this means that the
department is able to identify deserters
who return to the army under assumed
names. The photographs of deserters are
reproduced in circulars, 4,000 copies of
w-hich are sent throughout the country.
The critics of the administration say that
this proceeding places the soldier in a class
which entitles him to entertain a grievance
and leads to desertion. The military au-
thorities declare that the system meets

with no objection among enlisted men. who
feel that it has been adopted entirely for
the benefit of those who intend to do what
is right and to expose those who do wrong.

Because of these records, soldiers who
are disposed to desert are impressed with
the fact that escapefrom apprehension is
we'.lnight impossible. That these records
had a direct and positive influence on de-
sertions and appreciably lessened the num-
ber of such violations of law in the last
fiscal year will be shown in the next re-
port of the adjutant general. Itis possible
th:it the Secretary of War will have some
interesting remarks to make on this sub-
ject in his annual report, in view of the
misapprehension which exists concerning
the photographic and finger printing sys-
tem

One of the principal causes of desertions
is the absence of sufficient company com-
manrlertf. owing to jthe large number of
captains who are on detached duty. Then,
too. some of the captains have attained
that grade so early in their careers that
they have not fully measured up to their
responsibilities.

Another influential factor is the absence
of the canteen, the prohibition of Sundsy
baseball playing and other interferences
with personal liberty, all of which con-
tribute to the soldier's .discontent.
