New Construction for Officers"
Quarters at Military Posts.

NEW TYPE OF ARMY POSTS.— The
army post at Fort Hamilton. New York,

!will have .inew type of military construc-
| tion. Quartermaster General Ale.shire hay-
'ingapproved the plans for a row or block
of officers' quarters jirovidins accommo-
dations for six families in \u25a0 continuous
structure, instead of the separate houses
which have hitherto distinguished such edi-
fices \u25a0\u25a0 army posts. This is the beginning
of an important system of concentration,

|of which a number of schemes have been
devised in the quartermaster Renerdl's office
and are awaiting- his examination.

General AJeshire is now on an inspection
trip to the army remount depots at Fort
Keoch, Montana, and Fort Reno, Okla-
homa. He appreciates that there is a
great waste of ground at nearly every
army post because of the widely separated
buildings, requiring much expense in the
construction and maintenance of roads anrl.
walks, sewers and water supply systems.

The item of taking care of lawns alone
at all of the army posts represents a heavy
drain upon the appropriation for preserva-
tion of military reservations.

Instead of having officers' quarters- in
buildinps with each family by itself, there
will be apartment houses of six or seven
rooms each, four families to a building.
These will be for the bachelor officers and
the small families, while for senior of-
ficers there will be houses in blocks. By
this moans much space will be saved. The
barracks, store buildings, stables and other

structures on the* military reservation will
be similarly treated In their architecture
and relative positions.

The first post To be constructed after
this fashion will be the new regimental
cavalry station in the Hawaiian Islands.
Of course, it i.= out of the question to re-
model old posts, but any new work to be
done in the way of barrack building or
construction of officers* quarters will fol-
low this c»»n<>rai scheme. 1; has sot been
possible 'for the quartermaster general to
make an estimate of the savins; in expense
which will be effected by the new con-
struction, but it is believed v will oe con-:
sidcrable.
