Justice Page Enjoins Lawyer
from Preventing Repairs. De-

spite Eloquent Argument.

The Supreme Court, the haven of th»
oppressed, tile regulator of wrongs and
other thins-", yesterday was called upon to
stay a flood.
Itwas an urgent case in which the trib-

unal was asked to exercise this extraordi-
nary function, and In the eyes of the per-
son who sought the relief Justice Page,
who save it. became as great a hero as
was the boy who saved a town '>y stick-
ing his thumb in a hole of a dam until
help came.

The man who enlisted the powerful and
beneficent aid of the court wrrs Jacob
Tanenbaum. owner of the house No. 2S-
Grand street, where he keeps a millinery

establishment.
"We are befaig flooded by a continuous

downpour of water," said his lawyer yes-
terday in arguing for an injunction re-
straining Jacob Panken, who has a flat
on the floor above the store, from pre-
venting plumbers from going into his flat
to repair the leak.

The attorney explained that the water
pipe under the floor of Panken's rooms
had •Stung a leak, but that the defendant
refused to admit plumbers to stop it.

Be said Panken threatened violence to
any one who dared enter his home, which,
according to Psmken. who Is a lawyer and
ought to know, was "his castle."
