The view of the exercises as taken by

Reports on Militia's Work in
Coast Defence Exercises.

MILITIAINEFFICIENT.—The War De-
partment has received reports of the last
army, militia and coast defence exercises.
Colonel Albert Todd, of the coast artil-
lery corps of the regular army, in lii3
comments says, among other things: "It
must be admitted that these militia com-
panies are still far from being ready as
separate organizations for effective work
at the batteries. Certain of them do cer-
tain things very well, indeed: some of them
better thai fairly, but on the whole it is
doubtful if they could be relied upon to
work as separate units. Probably were
they required lor actual service the best
way, in the Pusiract, to use them would be
to attach the officers as subalterns to our
regular companies and incorporate the en-
listed men in the same organizations.
Whether th breaking up of the militia
organization as integral units would be
practicable is a question Iam not re-
quired to answer, but Ithink it is doubt-
:::. It undoubtedly could not be done in
peace exercises."

on the plan, but It will be considered.

SLIGHT QUAKE RECORDED.

miles.

FEDERAL EMPLOYES SLOW PAY

GROWTH OF MILWAUKEE

State Department Informed of Killing

of an American Citizen.
Washington. Aug. 18.—News of the mur-

der In Bolivia more than a month ago of

Gustav A. P.ist, an American citizen,

reached th* State Department to-day. Only

the bare announcement of the murder la
made. The news came from Mr. Combs,

the American T.linister at Lima. Peru, who
reports that "Gustav A.Rist, an American
citizen, was murdered near Puyupoyo. In
Bolivia, by one Auguatin Ilunf on July

U." The State Department is taking steps

to learn more details of Rist'a death.

The establishment of the rural free deliv-
ery service resulted In the discontinuance

ery service should do" the work previously
performed by the fourth class postmasters.

MURDERED IN EOLIVIA

No Further Penalties for Sailors Who
Engaged inNorfolk Eace Troubles.
Washington, Aug. IS.—The Navy Depart-

ment is satisfied with the punishment vis-
ited on the ten or twelve sailors who were
arrested and punished in the city courts
of Norfolk, Va., for taking part in tho
race, troubles on July 4. following the
Jeffries-Johnson fight. This decision was
reached to-day by Mr. Winthrop. acting
Secretary, when he received the report
of Rear Admiral Marshall, commanding

the Norfolk Navy Yard, who had been
asked by the Secretary to report on a
protest from W. 11. Ellis, of New York,
against what he had termed an unprovoked
attack by marines on ne^roep

The report showed that no marines had
taken part In the fight, their only rela-
tion to the disorder being their attempt,
together with some bluejackets, to quell
the trouble, which had arisen between
other bluejackets and negroes. From the
report Secretary Winthrop was convinced
that the local authorities had dealt justly
and sufficiently with the situation.

ARMY OF NOTARIES

All Rural Letter Carriers May Now
Execute Pension Vouchers.

Washington, Aug. 13.—The creation of an
army of forty thousand notaries public was
authorized by the Postoffice Department
to-day, in accordance with legislation en-
acted during the last session of Congress.
All carriers of the rural delivery mail ser-
vice are- now required by the department to
execute vouchers for United States pension-
era residing on their routes, for which ser-
vice they are to receive 25 cents for each
voucher.

SUFFICIENTLY PUNISHED

General Howe, commanding the Depart-

ment o? the Dakotas. has asked that troops
assigned to Port William Henry Harrison,

but now attending: manoeuvres at American
Lake, be returned to the fort near Helena,
Mont., In order that tiiey may be available
for Immediate duty in fighting fires. The
War Department issued the orders re-
quested by General Howe.

The forest fire situation In tha Glacier
National Park in Montana is w-eil In hand,
according to a telegram received to-day. Six
companies of Infantry already are on th«»
fire lines ia the reserve, but in order to
expedite the suppreasion of the conflagra-
tion two rrore companies have been asked
for.

Upon receipt of alarming1 news concern-
ing the fires near Butte Falls, Wash., Gen-
eral Wood, chief of staff of the army,

ordered two companies sent to the national
forests near that place for tire fighting

duty. A little later reports came to the
department that new fires had developed

in the forests near Missoula, Mont., and
that a request was made for troops. They

will ba sent at once.

FEWER COUIITS OF MONEY

EAST BRONX MAY BENEFIT
N. V., W. & B. E. K. Applies for

Change of Route.
Fropcsaio submitted yesterday to the

Public Service Commission for a change
of route of the New Yorlc, Westchestcr &
Boston - -\u25a0-\u25a0\u25a0•\u25a0\u25a0• the plans
of the company are to provide an integral
portion cf a comprehensive rapid transit
system for the zone lying east of White
Plains Road and north of the Bronx River.

L- S. Miller, president of tho company,
in his letter to the commission, goes even
further, and suggests that the new route
will form \u25a0 part of a system that will
make for rapid transit between The Brons
and Long Island when the Xew York
Connecting Railroad is built. With a few
short extensions, it is pointed out, the
system may be ctfimected with the existing
rapid transit system and that contemplated
in Brooklyn and Queens.

Mr. Miller asks for the establishment of
a new terminal at ISGth street, to be used
jointlyby the Intcrhcrough Rapid Transit
Company and the Xew York, TTest Chester
& Boston roiid. Among the changes in
route suggested, ho says, his company,

instead of building now tracks, proposes
to run its line over the six tracks of the

New York New Haven & Hartford system

from Willis avenue to 174th street.
Itis also proposed to build a two-track

elevated railroad from the main line, near.
Unic-nport Road, up White Plains Road, or
at the choice of the commission some
street further east, with a connection with
the Harlem River branch of the New
Haven near Van Xest station. Moreover,

it id stated, an exchange of traffic will be
arranged with the Broadway and I^exing-

ton avenue subway line, if that road is
