DIXIE II MAKES GOOD TIME
Committee to Select American
Motor Boat Contenders To-day.

F. K. Bnrnnam's fast motor boat Dixie
IIand the Restless, owned by T. F. Chese-
brough.. were the only ones that appeared
yesterday to take part in the elimination
races en Huntintrton Bay of the Motor Boat

Club of America. After the race the com-
mittee was still unwillingto make a selec-
tion of thre* boats to meet the British craft
now at Tx.rrlimont awaiting the race for the

international cup or. Saturday.

Owing to rough water in the Sound the

course was laid inside the headlands of

Eaton's and Lloyd's Necks. Itwas said to

be a triangle of six miles, which the boats

had to cover five times to make the re-
quired thirty miles. After the race F. K.
Burnhaxn protested that the course was
longer than stated. Thereupon Clinton H.
Crane, the Dixie's designer, went with the

committee and logged off the course in the
yacht Tuna.. They found it to be thirty-

nine miles, instead of thirty. The commit-
tee then officially announced that the Dixie

IIhad made an average speed of XIl4l4 stat-

ute miles, or twenty-nine nautical miies. an
hour, and the Restless had done thirty-

three, or twenty -eight nautical miles

The start was made, at 3:15 p. m., the

Dixie crossing the line 6 seconds after the
signal and the Restless 15 seconds after it.

The wind was light from the eastward and

the sea smooth, except at the westerly end

of the course.
