There was a

small sized riot until the police reserves?,

who had been summoned to assist the sol-
itary member of the force who guards the

curb market, arrived and restored order.
Even after the reserves got there excited

brokers crowded the street In front of the

firms offices, waving their checks in the
air and angrily demanding payment. A

member of the firm finally appeared at the

window of the office, which faces directly

on the curb market, and assured the check
holders that the firm had ample money in
the bank to meet all outstanding checks
and that the holders of them would get

their money as soon as the bank opened

for business this morning.

He explained that there had been an

enormous amount of deliveries during the.

Iday. and that a great number of checks
bad been issued in payment, and the bank
had not had time to certify them all be-

fore closing time, but that all would get

their money to-day.

.This did not satisfy the brokers, however,

who continued to clamor for their money

until the police finally forced them to move

on. Some of the check holders who were

in immediate need of money to settle with

their own .customers then began offering

their checks at a discount of 10 per cent

from the. amount for which they were made
out, which ran from $100 up to $1,200. Some

checks were disposed of at this rate, among

them being, one for $787 made payable to

E.1 M. Buchanan, a curb broker, and one

for $356 payable to F. R. Jones, also a curb

broker. Another broker, who had a check

for $1,100, sold it for $1,000.

Checks at Discount.

Several more checks were disposed of at

this rate, but the supply was greater than

the demand, and holders were finally offer-
ing checks at 60 cents on the dollar, with
no takers. The scene on the curb was

wilder than when there is an active mar-

ket in stocks. A man with a check would
be in the middle of a crowd waving it in

the air and asking how much he. was of-

fered: the others would shout back bids,

and so it went, many similar groups being

scattered all over the. street.
Finally word went around that Charles

A. Stoneham & Co., of No. 56 Broad street,

another curb brokerage house, would honor

all the Schoftels checks that were out.

There was an instant rush for the. Stone-
ham office?, but the report proved erro-
neous.

by the benefit conferred on the colored

man."

In comparing those two men with the
Bavages round about, he said, he could
not believe that they were not removed
from them by Tens of thousands of years

instead of by less than two centuries.
The speaker thf-n quoted statistics Illtts-

jtrating the industrial progress of the
!r.-)i<= in this country.

"That's whyIbelieve in Tuskegee and
In Hampton Institute. An industrial
training: is a prime requisite. But don't
think Ipreach this only to the colored
man. Iconstantly try to impress upon

white educators that they must educate
a boy toward and net away from the
artisan's bench, and a pirl toward house-
keeping. She had better learn it early

than late, when the learning is pain-

ful."

Th«? negroes need education, but they

need practical education. A. literary

education won't help the negrro to plough

his field deeper. The loftiest emotion

willnot help the nepro woman who can't
cook to make the family food taste bet-
ter. You can't build up a rich spiritual
and intellectual life without a broad
material foundation.
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
