DISADVANTAGE IN ASSUMED NAME

Among the measures that passed the

house shortly before adjournment was a
bill authorizing the government to issue

certificates of discharge in their true

names to enlisted men who served under

assumed names in the army or navy in

the Civil War or war with Spain. It is

stated that there are many men who served
with entire credit to themselves, but under
names other than their own, to whom the j
proposed legislation Is a simple measure
of justice. -, ,

Tola recalls an instance of the use or
assumed names which is particularly in-
!teresting. There is now on the retired
list of the army, after forty years of
honorable service, a gallant officer, who
would have had the privilege of retire-
meet several years earlier had he re-
ceived credit for the time he served under
an assumed name In the CivilWar.

He ran away from home while still a
boy enlisted 'in an Eastern regiment.
and entered the secret service of the Union j
army—in short, he was a spy. and as such
performed hazardous and useful service
After the war he entered the regular army

'as a second lieutant and served with dis-
tinction amone the Indians, inCuba and in
Philippines, retiring finally as a brigadier-
Ken* ral, when he might have done bo a
major-general had he been able to estab-
lish the record of his Civil War service
under a fictitious name. But his witnesses
were all dead— The Path Finder.— -•
