GOVERNING A GREAT CITY

Gaynor Hits Bosses and Bigotry
in Magazine Article.

WHERE BUSINESS MEN FAIL

Laws Restrict Freedom to Do as
They Like—Local Issues Not
of Party Concern.

Mayor Gaynor tells how to govern a
great city in an article on “‘The Problem of |
Efficlent City Government” in the Septem-
ber “Century.” In his discussion of mu-
nicipal problems the Mayor declares that
the day of the political boss is passing.
He explains why the business man in poli-
tics, so called, is not alwayvs successful,
and writes at length on loyalty to political
parties ‘in local elections. Without deny-
ing the fact that the business affairs of a
city should be carried on in a business
way, the Mayor says:

trol—a prime essential, which cannot be
dispensed with—something more is needed.
The government of a large city is a highly
complex legal and political machine. It
has, prescribed by law, all sorts of neces-
gary checks and hmltatmn: upon official
power
}o A business man may
| in his business, but not as Mayor or in
any public office. There he is a mere in-
strument to carry out the laws. His power
of attorney is the law.

National party lines should be crossed
the Mayor maintains, and only local
considerations should influence voters in
local eiections. He presses his point at
some length, as follows:

The chief obstacle to the nomination and
election of fit men to city office is national
and state party prejudice or bhigotry car-
ried into local politics. It should never ba
mentioned there. The motto of every sen-
gible man should be. national politics and

issues for national electicns, state ponnv?

local elections. Every time this is said

people who talk more than they think, in-
cluding some newspaper editorial writer
ifmmediately cry out that it is visionary,
that parties cannot be done away with,
that rhp_\' are necessary. Certainly theyv are
necessary, and there is no suggestion of
doing away with them

Voters in local elections should cross the
national party line freely, being influenced
by local ‘considerations only. Certainly a
voter who will vote for the candidates of
a party in a local election simply because
he believes in a protective tariff, or in free
trade, or in a tariff for revenue only, or in
a single standard of metallic money, which
has nothing whatever to do with H‘P case,
i{s doing a very stupid if not degrading
thing. He is responsible for local bosses;
his party prejudice plays right into the
hands of the boss.

Nothing should influence the voter in a
local election except the local questions
of men and measures which are up for con-
sideration. And it is a misnomer to call
officials nonpartisan who are elected in this
discriminating way. They are partisans,
but only on local issues, and it is entirely
geemly and proper for them to make their
appointments to office or place from the
local party which elected them.

The Mavor believes that a public official
should act from a sense of official respon-
sibility on!y—this does not mean, he says,
that the officlal should ignore party leaders
or politicians—and let every official act be
the result of his own enlightened official
judgment. He expresses his opinion of the
boss and his influence thus:

An inevitable cause of corrupt local gov-
ernment is the control of the government
or the conduct of offic by outside bosses
or organizations The long era of that
condition is passing. When the writer of
this article en stated in Tammany Hall
during the last mayoralty contest in the
City of New York he received more ridicule

ARMY AND. NAVY NOTES

Enlargement of Brooklyn Dry-
dock—New Emergency Ration.

[From The Tribuna Bureau.]
Washington, August 24.

BROOKLYN DRYDOCK.—A settlement
of the question of the revized contract price
for the enlargement of Drydock No. 4 at
the Brooklyn navy yard will probabfy be
made by the Navy Department within a
day or two. The board has been working
on the problem for several months, and the
recommendations have now been approved
by the chief of the Bureaa of Yards and
Docks. Sincs it was determined to increase
the dimensiong of the dock, the extra cost
has been adjusted on the basis of 10 per
cent above the cost. As soon as the act-
ing Secretary of the Navy approves the
beard’'s finding, & new contract will be
sent to Holbrook, Cabot & Rollins for ex-
ecution. The new contract price  will
amount to $2,067,000, in place of the
original contract of $1,333,000. The enlarged
Gock will have a length of 703 feet and a
width at the entrance of 122 feet 3l inches
and a depth over the sill at mean high
ater of 35 feet. The time for completion
\\'l” be fixed for two years from to- day.
Very satisfactory progress has been made
on this drydock, and the naval authorities
are satisfled with the results achieved un-
der the direction of Civil Engineer F. R.

ARMY EMERGENCY RATION. —A

merry war is being waged among army of-
ficers econcerning the new emergency ra-
tion, which has been Issued to troops tak-
ing part in the joint army and militia
manceuvres at various camps this summer
with a view to its trial under the practi-
cal conditions of field service. The new ra-
tion is described as the trilumph of com-
The individual package con-
sists of three cakes composed of a com-
bination of milk, eggs, chocolate and sugar.
Tt is intended to sustain a man for twenty-
four hours, when he is separated from the
regular ration and cannot be reached by
the commissary officers. The commissary
general of the army believes that an
emergency ration is an absolute necessity,
while some of tha line officers, notably
those of tha infantry arm, believe that it
is not needed and simply adds to the bur-
den of the soldier in the field at a time
when it is desirable that he shall be re-
lieved of all articles excepting those neces-
sary to maintain his efficiency as a fight-
ing man. Not all the commissary of-
ficers agree with the head of the corps.
Some of them think that there are too
many rations now, and that under the most
adverse conditions, with soldiers on the fir-
ing line, will be possible to maintain
health and satisfy the soldier's appetite
with other articles than this emergency
ration.

The advantage of the emergency ration
is that it takes up very little space in the
haversack or pocket and can be consumed
in various forms, either as an edible or as
a beverage. It is palatable, and is intended
to be used, as one commissary officer
has remarked, only as “a substitute for
nothing.”” Those who believe in the emer-
gency ration say that it needs only a word
to show the great value of the ration, and
that the reports which are now coming in
against it are founded on the fact that
there has been no real occasion when f{t
was depended upon for food Naturally,
when there is a chance to get the full ra-
tion, soldiers do not take kindlv to the
greatly diminished substitute. Tt has been
arranged that the emergency ration, as it
is now devised, can bhe obtained in practi-
cally unlimited quantities on short notice,
so that in time of war an immense reserve
stock can be maintained.
