WILLIAM BROWN GLASBY.
East Orange. N. J.. Auj. 31 (Special).— As

he was about to come to the door to preet

his son after his return from business, Will-
iam Brown Glasby, Chief of Police of New-
ark from 1868 to 1572, and who served as a
bodyeruard for Abraham Lincoln when he
was en route from New York to Washing-

tori to take his first oath of office as Presi-
dent, fell dra«! at the door of his home.
No. 42 South Walnut street, that city, last
night, from heart disease. Mr. Glasby was
eighty-one years old

Wilkinson Call distinguished himself as

an orator and vigilant legislator. During

his thre<» terms as a Democratic Senator

from Florida he was always at the front

when party measures were under discus-
sion and served on many important com-
mittees.

Mr. "all was born at Russellville, Loran
County, Ky . in 1534. Early in life be
moved to Florida with his family. After
receiving an academic education he studied
law. wan admitted to the bar and at once
took an ar-tive part in politics. He was
quickly recognized as a leader. The out-
break of the CivilWar nearly caused trou-

ble in the family. Mr. Call's mother was a
pronounced Unionist and strongly opposed

to taking the state out of the. Union. Nev-
ertheless, her '-on cast his lot with the

Confederate service. He enlisted as a vol-
unteer in the Confederate army, hem?
adjutant general of the Florida troops in
the •Sing years of the war. He was one
of the early and steadfast Whig? who sup-
ported the Bell and Everett electoral ticket
in 1880 as against the Breckenridge ticket

InIS6'3 he was elected to the United States
Senate under the reconstruction policy of
President Johnson, but was not permitted

to take his seat, as he had not yet

reached the constitutional age. In 1574 he
was a^ain nominated for Senator by the
Democratic legislative caucus, but was de-
feated by a coalition of Republicans, in-
dependents and -l>cmocratic bolters. Tn 1573
he was finally elected to succeed Simon B.
Conover, and served continuously till 1?97.
He was a Presidential elector-at-large in
1872 and 1876, a menibpr of the Democratic
.National Kxecutlve Committee in 1*76, and
in the same year a del^srate to the Demo-
cratic National Convention. Since his re-
tiremerit from the Senate he had been
practising law in Jacksonville. Fla.

mally accepting Christ for the first time, 1

the second convention of the Chinese Stu- ,
dents' Christian Association ended and the

sixth annual conference of the Chinese Stu- j

dents' Alliance in the Baal ---in hero this

morning.

The fruits Of the Christian convention .
were born from the executive ability and j
spiritual leadership of C. T. Wang, of Yale, !
the general secretary of the association,

according to the opinion of those who have
'

been here in the last five days. He has

been ably assisted by the executive officers ;
—Dr. V,'. C. Chen, of Michigan, president:

N. Han. also el Michigan, vice-president,
and Pingwcn Kuo, of Worcester, treasurer. ,

The Rev. Hul Kin. si the Chinese Presby-

terian Mission at Hvm York, was the Chi-
nese minister in attendance.

The speeches made at the convention by-

the American and Chinese speakers may be
1summarized as follows:

The Chinese— To avoid suspicion among

our people in retard to Christianity and to

preach the gospel according to the needs
of China the work must be done by and
;for the Chinese. We must not allow an

:office in New York to dictate the acts of

the churches in China. ;
The Americans— We shall be glad to with-

draw and let you have independence in the

Church as soon as you have the Intellectual,'
spiritual and financial strength to carry

out the work that will be. a glory to the
Father who Is in Heaven and a credit to

you as Christians in China.
The Chinese students— We shall try to

educate ourselves and encourage others to

be Church leaders so that the words mis-

sionary to China" may become a phrase of
historical past.

About m hundred and fifty students,

coming from every province in China and
from Singapore, Formosa and Honolulu,

are ere attending the conference, and

many more are expected to be here in the
next two days. The conference will not

end until the last of this month.
The week's programme includes oratori-

cal contests of representatives from differ-

ent universities, a debate between Chinese
:orators from the University of Pennsyl-

vania and from Yale University, a football
game between students from the north and

those from the south of China, a track
meet in which every student may enter and

a Chinese concert, using wholly Chinese'
musical instruments. •
