What, by '!"\u25a0 way, becomes of all the
ingenious ideas thai are fondly her-
alded? There was the striking concep-

tion of a theatre on every great At-

lantic liner. Actors, you see, have to

travel on the ocean, and their expenses
have to be paid according to contract.
It was a gallant notion that they should
earn something en route. But nothing

has come of it. No marine stage has
been erected, and sea passengers still
nave the privilege of voyaging without a
daily reminder that a theatrical per-

formance is the most important thing

in life. Nevertheless, the wireless sta-
tions crackled with the announcements
of the superb idea and the cables thrilled
\u25a0with appropriate emotions.

And then that thoughtful, even ifun-
necessary. "exchange" of performing
companies. Was it not New York's
"Arsene Lupin" company which was to

go to London, and London's which was

to come here? But public hope with-
ered under disappointment.
