They have
now passed on it indirectly, not only
electing an anti-prohibition Governor,
but giring him a Legislature anti-pro-
hibition Inboth branches. The extent of
the reaction is shown in the capture of
the Legislature; which lias not been
Democratic iv both branches since be-

fore the vsar. But a revolution in the
legislative branch was necessary to
carry out the public will,and the voters
accomplished that revolution- A- ex-
Governor Cobb tersely put it yesterday:
"The people apparently wanted a change
"in laws and men and methods, and
"they made it."

Years
aso it prevailed to a scandalous extent.
i; the direction or restraint or" entirely
orderly throngs of people, such as spec-
tators at a parade or other public gath-
ering, policemen used to strike with
their Hubs when simply pressing back
with their hands would have been suffi-
cient, if even that would have been need-
ed. The disuse of clubs has been a
marked and welcome reform of the en-
lightened administrations of recent years.

The club, even the formidable night-
stick, lias us indispensable uses, how-
ever, and it would be as unfortunate to
ignore and abandon it as to exaggerate
it into abuse. And we must confess
that we have much sympathy with the
policy, which is now announced, of not
only pprmittiuir but of actually ordering

such application of clubs as may be
necessary for the restraint and the (sup-
pression of the criminal gang's which
infest some parts of the city and which
are a standing menace to life and prop-
erty. The "car barn gang" is mentioned
as typical- We ;«-re told that its mem-
bers have assaulted and disabled more
than a dozen policemen in the last three
months, injuring four of them bo badly

that they hud to be sent to the hospital.
There have .'••\u25a0! many other such gangs
iii this city. There are several of them
to-day.

The importance of indictnients like
those .iusi obtained against ih<' Chicago
packers, popularly identified as members

tion in restraint of trade, rather than
the corporation through which they op
crate, or. as the judce put it to thejerand
jury, not to "indict a mere alias." but
the real offenders. The process of in-
dicting and causing: the dissolution of
corporations lias not produced the re-
sults expected of it. Generally the dis-
solved concern has merely changed Its
"alias." Forbidden as a pool, it became
a Trust. Proscribed as a trust, it be-
came a holding company. The holding
company device falling under the ban,

lawyers are already casting about for
some new "alias." The tendency toward
combination may have bees somewhat
checked by various court decisions
against individual combinations, bat the
process has been far from reversed. _

The new tack which the government
appears to be taking may be more suc-
cessful if verdicts of guilty, followed by
prison sentences against proved monopo-
lists, can be obtained. Hitherto the be-
lief has been generally held by prosecut-
ing officers that while juries were ready
to indict and mid puilty an "alias"' they
would balk at finding the real offenders
guilty. Ithas not yet been conclusively
shown just what the attitude of the jury
is toward the adage "Guilt is. always
personal." Iv selecting the Bee*' Trust
for a test the government has chosen the
most unpopular trust, whether deservedly
so or not we do not pretend to say. -Mr.
James H. Garneld. who docs not incline
toward leniency with the corporations,
after a long inquiry classed it with the
good ones. a Chicago jury may or may
not agree with him.
