THE PRESIDENT'S ATTITUDE.

The result of the conference at New
Haven at which President Taft went
over .the situation in New York with
Colonel Roosevelt, Mr. Griscom and Mr.
Bamnard ciears the way for complete
unity of action in the Republican Staie
Convention on the part of those who
want to adopt progressive policles and
overthrow the odious boss system. The
President’s aittitude was grossly mis-
represented at the time the state com-
mittee met and named Vice-President
Nherinan as its candidate for the tem-
porary chairmanship of the convention.
Ar. Taft's letter to Chairman Griscom
expesing those misrepresentations and
the plot to use his name to bolster up
{the canse of the “old guard’ reaction-
|aries showed that bhe stood exactly
| where he stood last spring when he in-
{ dorsed the efforts of Governor Hughes
to get a waodified direct nominations hill
 through the Legislature.

On the issue of popular rule within |
'the party versus boss domination he
| naturally sided last spring with the Pro-
gressive Republieans. When, after the
réfussal of the Legislature to accept the
Cobb bill, it became a question of set-
ting the Republican party’s record right
with the voters the President also nat-
vrally aligned himself with the leaders
who wanted to commit the Saratoga
convention to a programme of freer ac-
tion within the party. He accordingly
renewed in plain language the earlier
assuyrances of sympathy with thelr
views. But since the publication of the
President’s letter of August 20 the “old
guard” politicians bave again been try-
ing to spread the impression that he is
not really interested in the success of
the PPogressive movement in this state
and that they rather than the Progres-
sives are the real supporters and cham-
pions of the national administration.
They have subtly advanced the sugges-
tion of an indorsement of Mr. Taft for
renomination in 1912 as a means of
dividing their opponents and distract-
ing attemtion from the real issue of di-
| rect nominations and party bossism.

Afr. Taft has no desire for such an in-

not merit. There are cases in which to
buy the lowest priced articles is extrava-
gant and wasteful, because the cheap
goods will mot proportionately go as far
or give as much returns as the Righer
priced. But thére are also cases in
which the lower priced goods, iutelli-
genty used, are actually better than
the high priced. It is notorious that
many poor people always ask for the
most expensive cuts of meat, for ex-

| ample, partly because of an idea that

they are the best, but, perhaps, more be-
cause of a certain pride and an unwill-
ingness to betray the fact that they can-
not afford the highest priced goods. Yet
any physiologist will testify that some
of the medium priced cuts are more pu-
tritious than the highest priced, and an
expert cook can make them fully as pal-
atable.

It is a common and perfectly valid
complaint that people do not know how
to live. They do not know hew to make
the best use of their means. Mistakes in
purchasing, faulty methods in cooking
and wastefulness all along the line are
important factors in the cost of living
There are few greater services to be
rendered than the teaching of better
things in these respects. Honesty in
trade and ecomomy in the houschold
would make a radical difference in the
cost of living and in the standard of life.

The public will welcome ,the rveport
that Police Commissioner Baker is to be
dispfissed if it means that at last the
department is to have a real, responsible
head who will enjoy the confidence of
the Mayor. The retention of Mr. Baker
br Mayor Gaynor caused surprise, but
Le seems to have been retained because
he was content to be the pominal chief
of the department, while actual auther-
ity was being exercised at the City Hall
The Mayor desired to give his personal
attention to the reorganization of the
police. That method of divided responsi-
bility and authority bas rot worked well.
1f the Mayor were Police Commissioner
and nothing else he might make an effi-
cient head of the department. We are

far from saying that he would not. But|

the department calls for the undivided
attention of a man of first class ability.
Instead of that it has had a fraction of
Mayor Gaynor's time and for the rest
the supervision of a man who feit ne
had little real authority and that only
cn the most uncertain tenurc. The police
force itself was not slow to pereeive the
anomalous situation in the department,
and the demoralization which Aeting
Mayor Mitehel has disclosed is the natu-
ral consequence of the Mayor's unfortu-
nate policy.
