It is only fair, however, t0
state that he is thoroughly imbued with a
sense of the responsibilities resting upon
him and devotes his whole care and atten-
tion thereto, without seeking to play any
political role. Then there is the Marshal
of the Court, General Count Benckendorff,
a brother of the nobleman of the same
name who is R iau Amb dor in Eng-
land. General Messolow is another mem-
ber of the camarilla. So is Prince Viadi-
mir Orloff. whom I have often described
ir these letters as fat and good natured,
a favorite with the imperial children, a
constant companion of the Emperor,
sunny tempered and of no particular im-
portance politically save as an instrument
in the hands of others.

Then there is Count Benckendorff's chief
assistant, Prince Putjatin. It was he who
induced the C(zar and Czarina to make
that memorable pilgrimage to the tomb of
St. Seraphim, at Sarowe, which was fol-
lowed by the long delaved birth of a son
and heir, namely the Czarowitch Alexis.
Prince Putjatin won the favor of the Em-
peror and Empress in connection with this
pilgrimage, and further confirmed it when
as a thank offering for the birth of the
Czarewitch he presented to the monastery
of Sarowe a magnificent new shrine for
the remains of. St. Seraphim. Finally,
there are the Empress's two physicians,
Dr. Grote and Dr. Bodkin, who do not en-
joy the confidence of their foreign col-
leagues, the latter insisting that the Czar-
ina has no organic trouble and that all
she needs is freedom from the attentions
of her Muscovite doctors.

The men I have just enumerated en-
deavor in every possible way to shield the
Emperor and Empress from all contact
with the outer world—partly because they
feel themselves responsible for the safety
of their charges, partly because theyv
dread the interference of persons bent on
currving favor with the Emperor and Em-
press, who might oust them from their
own places in the imperial favor. and part-
ly, too, because thev apprehend that if
Nicholas and his consort were to see too
much of their foreign relatives they might
become less amenable to the influence of
their present entourage.

Kaiser Offends France.

Empero® William has given no end of
offence to France by obtaining from the
government of Brazil the appointment of a
large mission of German officers, compris-
ing several colonels and headed by a full
fledged general, to reorganize the army of
the Brazilian Republic. Tt had generally
been supposed that French officers would
be selected for the purpose. The State of
Sao Paulo, comprised in the republic, has
already had a French military mission en-
gaged in training its national guard, with
s0 much success that the troops in ques-
tion were regarded as a model for what
the federal army was to become.

When the new President, Marshal Fon-
seca, however, left Brazil for his present
visit to Europe, he was Induced by the
German envoy at Rio, Baron von Reich-
enau, to take passage on a German liner.
on which he was, from the very moment of
his departure from Brazil. the guest of
William TI. Overwhelmed with attentions
during the trip, it is no wonder that he
declined on reaching Europe the invitation
of President Fallidres to attend the grand
manceuvres of the French army in order
to be present at those to which he had been
invited by the Kaiser. Treated with the ut-
most distinction by the latter, in a manner
calculated to gratify his patriotic senti-
ments and his personal pride, it is also no
wonder that he and the officers with him
should have determined to intrust the reor-
ganization of the Brazillan federal army to
German officers, which means, of course,
that most of the ordnance, arms and equip-
ment will be procured from Germany.

There is already a very large Teuton ele-
ment in Brazil. One or two of the prov-
fnces are indeed almost entirely given over
to German settlers, and with the training
of the army in the hands of German of-
ficers. specially picked for the purpose by
the Kaiser, Germany's influence in Brazil
cannot fail to be vastly increased. This
influence i by no means limited to Rrazil,
but may be said to extend throughout the
greater part of South America, since the
5m19c of both the Argentine Republic and
of Chill are also in the act of being reor-
ganized, trained and equipped by German
officers selected for the purpose.

Peru, indeed, seems to be the only re-
public which has invoked the assistance of
France in the matter, the French mission
of officers engaged in the task of instruc-
tion of the Peruvian armyv being headed by
General Clément and by Colonel Dogny.

Frapce resents this attitude on the part
of Argentina and of Brazil all the more as
whenever these two republics are in need
of money they appeal not to Germany but
to France, the Brazilian
France with the consent of the French
government amounting already to some-
where between $600,000,000 and $1,000,000.000.
In fact, France threatens to close her
money market to Brazil in future by reason
of this treatment which she has received.

BISHOP DEFENDS TRINITY

Has Justified Itself to Hostile

Critics, Says Dr. Wordsworth.

The RIight Rev. Dr. John Wordsworth,
Lord Bishop of Salisbury, who is a guest
of the Rev. Dr. William T. Manning, rector
of Trinity, preached at the historic edifice
at the head of Wall street yesterday morn-
ing on «“hristlan Digcipline of the Will,”
in which he took occasion to defend Trinity
and attack spiritism and theosophy, ar-
raigning the two latter as diabolical.

After treating of the seeking for human
love, praise and affection, saving that it
was not only justifiable but a duty, the
Bishop said:

“*The clergy and congregation of this his-
toric parish have lately passed through a
trial to which a stranger llke myself may
be allowed to make just a passing refer-
ence. You have been conscious through-
out of your own honesty and faithfulness
to your trust, to use the endowments of
a distant past in the present interest of
the people of this great city—vet for a time
yvou had to suffer hard and unkindly cen-
sure and grave misrepresentation.

“Are vou not now glad that you had to
suffer in this way? Have vou not feli the
joy of being made more like Christ? Have
not your efforts to provide things honest {n
the light of all men—even when they were
ignorant and unfair—and to abstain from
all appearance of evil, been blessed to your-
seives as well as to the community?

“Just as in the great world of politics
one of the most hopeful signs of growing
Christianity is the submission of the wills
of independent nations to the arbltration
of wise men standing cutside the dispute
so it is in our private lives. What your
corporation has done in this parish in wel-
coming the fullest inquiry and in justify-
ing itself to hostile critics has been a les-
son to many of us as well as a comfort to
yourselves.”

The Bishop will be the guest of members
of the Church Club to-night at a dinner in
his honor at the University Club. Among
those who will entertain him wil] be J.
Plerpont Morgan, R. Fulton Cutting, Julien
T. Davies, Robert G. Hone, Alton B. Parker,
William Barclay Parsons, Francis Lynde
Stetson, James May Duane and J. H. Van
Amringe. Others at the dinner will be
Bishop Courtenay and Archdeacon Nelson.

On Tuesday evening there will be a pri-
vate gathering at the home of the Rev.
William C. Manning, where the Bishop ex-
pects to meet Bishop Greer. On Thursday
afternoon or evening the Bishop will lect-
ure at the General Theological Seminary,
fn Chelsea Square. On Friday he will go
to Boston.

MRS, ] D SIREYDES

Widow of Singing Evangelist Had
Greatly Aided in His Work.

Mrs. Frances Victoria Sankey, widow of
Ira David Sankey, the singing evangelist,
dled at midnight on Saturday at her home,
No. 148 South Oxford street, Brooklyn,
after a short lilness. With her at the time
of her death were her two sons, John E.
and Ira Sankey. The funeral will be held
at her home this evening, and the Hev. Dr.
Clelend B. McAfee, pastor of the Lafayette
Avenue Presbyterian Church, of which she
was a member, will preach the sermon.
The burial will be in the family plot in
Greenwood Ceme‘ery.

Mrs. Sankey had been a member of the
church since March, 192, when her bus-
band. who had been a Methadiist, joined it.
There was much surprise at the time, but
the Hev. Dr. David Gregg, then pastor,
sald Mr. and Mrs. Sankev had been wor-
shippers in that church for a dozen years

Following her marriage to Mr. Sankey, in
1883, she accompanied him in the prosecu-
tion of his work. Although she was deeply
interested in all religious enterprises, she
aiways kept herself in the background. One
of the latest undertakings to which she
devoted her time was the preparation of a
group of memorial windows illustrating
her husband's famous hymn, “The Ninety
&and Nine.”

These windows she presented to the First
Methodist Episcopal Church, of Newcastle,
Penn., which she attended in her child-
hood. )

Mrs. Sankey was a native of Harrisburg,
Venn., wnera she was born seventy-one
years ago. For the last quarter of a
century she had made her home in
Brooklyn.

Mr. Sankey, who died In August, 1398,
was the most noted of singing evangelists
up to the time he was stricken blind. in
1903. In 1870 he met Dwight . Moody, and
became associated with him as a solo
singer in evangelistic work in the United
States and abroad.

He gave to Newcastle a Young Men's
Christian Association building, a public
library building and a building site for the
Methodist Episcepal Church.

Among the many hymns composed by
Mr. Sankey, some of the best known be-
sides “The Ninety and Nine,” his master
tune, are “There’ll Be No Dark Valley,”
““A Shelter in the Time of Storm,” “When
the Mists Are Rolled Away'' and “Faith Is
the Victory.”

FRANCIS H. WILSON DEAD

Former Postmaster of Brooklyn

and Twice Congressman.

Francis Henry Wilson, who up to 1401
was very active in Republican politics in
Brooklyn, having served as Congressman
and postmaster, died suddenly yesterday at
his home, No. 1302 Pacific street, Brooklyn.
Death was due to heart disease, from which
he had been a sufferer for some time.

Following his resignation as postmaster
of Brooklyn, in 1901, Mr. Wilson began the
practice of law at No. 42 Broadway. He
was president of the Gila Valley Copper
Company and of the Old Mexican Mining
Company.

Mr. Wilson was born in Oneida County
eixty-six years ago. and he obtained his
early education in his native town. Later
he entered Yale College, and he was gradu-
ated from that institution in 1867, and for
the following four years was a school
teacher in Rochester. He came to New
York in 1872, and two years later was
graduated from Columbia Law School. He
was admitted to the bar in the same year
and practised law here until 1880, when he
moved to Brooklyn, and was elected from
the 3d Congress District, and served two
terms. In 1897 he was appointed postmaster
of Brooklyn, and remained in that place for
four years.

He was one of the founders of the ['nion
Teague Club and served as its president for
several years. In 1882 Mr. Wilson was
chairman of the county campaign commit-
tee. Afterward he took a leading part in
the Republican reorganization,
several months at the work. Ha was chair-
man of the provisional committee on reor-
ganization. In 1883 Mr. Wilson was promi-
nently mentioned as the union candidate
for Mayor. but he withdrew from the can-
vass a day or two hefore the convention,
believing that a citizen with less pro-
nounced Republican sentiments would be
a stronger candidate. Mr. Wilson leaves a
wife and three daughters.

JOHN HAFFEN.

John Haffen. a brother of former Borough
President Louis M. Haffen, died at his
home, No. &3 Courtlandt avenue, The Bronx,
last night. after an f{llness of four days.
Death was due to pneumonia. At the time
of his death his wife, Caroline; his son,
John M.. and his two grandsons, August
Ireland and John P. Ireland, were at his
bedside.

Mr. Haffen, who was said to be worth at
least a million dollars, was born in 187, In
the Bushwick section of Williamsburg. His
father, Matthias, was born in Germany, and
his mother, Catharine Hayves, was born in
Ireland. In 1856 his father started the Haf-
fen Brewery Company, at 152d street and
Melrose avenue. In 1871, subsequent to his
father's death. John Haffen succeeded to
the presidency of the brewing company,
which in 1900 was reorganized by the entry
of his brother, Matthias, into the business,
and the name changed to the J. & M. Haf-
fen Brewing Company.

In 1887 Mr. Haffen founded the Dollar
Savings Bank in a basement at Third and
Cortlandt avenues, The Bronx. The bank

i{s now one of the most important institu-
tions in that borough. He was president
of the 23d Ward Taxpayvers' Association,
vice-president of the Twenty-third Ward
Bank, director of The Bronx (onsumers’
Ice Company, a member of the North Side
Board of Trade and president of the Tala-
poosa Club. He was always attached to the
political fortunes of his brother, Louls M.
Haffen. Besides his wife and son, he leaves
three brothers. Louis F.., Matthias and
Henry: two sisters, Mrs. J. Schoenha of
Reading, Penn., and Mrs. Willlam Nleu-
menhaus. of this city, and a daughter, Mrs.
Mary Ireland.

JAMES L. WHITNEY.

Cambridge, Mass., Sept. 25.—James L.
Whitney, for more than forty years con-
nected with the Boston Public Library, and
from 1899 to 1903 its lbrarian, died of a
paralytic stroke at his home, in Divinity
avenue, to-day. Mr. Whitney was born In
Northampton in 183, and was graduated
from Yale in 1856.

The completion of Mr. Whitney's forty
years of service for the Boston Library
was marked last fall by a complimentary
banquet given him by many prominent Bos-

tonians. He edited the Ticknor catalogue
of Spanish literature for the institution, and
since his retirement as chief librarian had
served as chief of the department of docu-
ments and statistics and of the department
of manuscripts. He leaves a brother, Henry
M. Whitney, a prominent Boston financter.

DR. ANNIE SELEE.

Melrose, Mass,, Sept. 25.—Dr. Annie Se-
lee, one of the first women to practise
medicine in this state and a founder of the
Boston Homeeopathic Hospital, dled to-day,
as the result of a recent fall. She was born
in Granby, Conn., seventy-seven years ago.
She was the mother of the late Frank G.
Selee, formerly manager of the Boston and
the Chicago baseball teams in the National
League.

SUNDAY SCHOOL CENTENARY

Memorial Tablet Unveiled at the
Church of the Covenant.

The hundredth anniversary of the or-
ganization of the first Sunday school in the
world with the Bible for the texthook was
observed vesterday by the unveiling of a
bronze tablet of commemoration in the
Church of the Covenant ( Baptist), in West
334 street. The tablet bears this insecrip-
tion :

“Erected by the Sunday schools of New
York City in the Baptist denomination to
commemorate the hundredth anniversary
of the organization of the first Sunday
school having volunteer teachers in this
city, July 8§, 1810, at No. §8 Division street,
by Joseph White Griffiths and Charles G.
Sommers., members of the Mulberry Street
Baptist Church, organized in 1509, who re-
ceived their inspiration to engage In Bible
school work through their instruction in
the Bible class of their pastor, Archibald
Maclay.”

The tablet was unveiled by Miss Cornelia
Thomas, who was baptized by Dr. Som-
mers on December 14, 1551, in the South
Baptist Church, Waverley Place.

There were addresses by the Rev. Dr.
Iscar Haywnod, the Rev. Ezra Sanford, of
the North Baptist Church: the Rev. Dr. R
F. Y. Pierce, of the Second Avenue Baptist
Church, and the Rev. Edward Loux.

The Church of the Covenant was organ-
fzed through the merger of the South Bap-
tist and Pilgrim Baptist churches. Tt has
an interest bearing principal of $409,000,
the largest in the Baptist denomination in
the world. This fund had its foundation
in the sale of the former church property
at Madison avenue and 6i4th street.

LAST SERVICE IN OLD CHURCH

Another Edifice Next Sunday.

The First Disciples of Christ Church,
worshipping for twenty-five years In 56th
street, just west of Eighth avenue, has
purchased far $585.000 the church In §ist
street, near Amsterdam avenue, that was
fermerly the Third Universalist Church.
