O'BRIEN HEARING CONTINUES

The company also agrees to operate

Second avenue elevated trains over the
Queenshoro Bridge to the Long Island
City bridge- plaza without additional fare.

In a statement as to the purposes of
the hearing. Mr. Willcox then added:

Th«? Steinway tunnel is probably that part
of the subject whlch_ will arouse moat in-
terest. The proposition of the Interborough
is that the commission will lay out a rapid
transit route extending from near Vander-
i,ilt Place, under 42d street and the Kast
River, to a point near Jackson avenue, in
I/ing Island City, following the present line
of th<» Pteinwav tunnel: that th«- company
will turn the, title of this over to the city
and then agree to operate it under the
terms of contract No. 1, which governs the
operation of the present subway from City
Hall northward.

The city is to pay only the amount neces-
f-ary to complete the tunnel ready -for op-
eration, including a connection with the
Grand Central Station, which amount Is
estimated not to.exceed $l,500,0«V). Even thi<
amount, of course, will be amortized, as
well as interest paid by the company, the
same as the company amortizes and pays
interest on the money invested by the city
in the present eubway.

The company will then operate the tunnel
as an integral part of the present subway
system— that if. passengers will he allowed
to transfer \u25a0without additional fare between
the subway and the Steinway tunnel at 42d
street.

It is estimated that this would not

co!=t more than $I..VK>.nno. and the com-
pany offers to pay interest on this sum

and provide a sinking fund for it. so that

the city willown the tunnel at the end
of the contract with the Interborough

without additional expenditures.

Two years ago the Interborough inter-
ests asked ST.OOOIGQO from the city for

;the Steinway tunnel, and ever since the
tunnel has figured in all the proposals of
the company, but a willingness to reduce
the price asked was never shown.

"Since that time," said Chairman Will-
cox yesterday, "a number of conferences
have been held between representatives
of the commission and representatives of
the company concerning various details
of their proposition. These conferences
have now- reached the point where ap-

parently it is possible for the commis-
sion to take immediate action upon the
Iapplication of the company, to the end
that such additions to th transporta-

tion facilities may be made. Before tak-
ing the matter up, however, for formal
action the commission is desirous of giv-

The points that are to be considered at

Second— A three-track elevated route from
Third and Pelham avenues, through Pel-

Iris I>er. is twenty-two years old and
has the disease in an advanced stage.

Her case Is supposed to be hopeless.

With her on the island, but not in close
communication, is her small son. who.
however, has no taint of leprosy.

The woman was born inSt. Kitts. Brit-

ish West Indies, and was married when
she was fifteen y«ars old. Two years
afterward her haby was born and she
and her husband came to New York.

The man had work to do. hut one nicnt

he did not come back. At thi? time
leprosy had already becrun to manifest
itself in the woman. It is supposed to

be more or less prevalent in the West
Indies, and the doctors say that she con-
tracted it there, the period of incubation
beins from five to seven years. Mrs. I^ee

was a washwoman, but the traces of the
disease became bo apparent that Fhe lost
her position.
