A MODERN FILING SYSTEM.

To the Editor of The Tribune,

Sir: 1 beg to call your attention to the
adoption by the County Clerk of a modern
filing system and current docket book in
all eivil actions and special proceedings
as a Zood and wholesome reform.

When a summons or other original
process is filed after October 1, the action
will be given a number and entered on a
page or half page of the current docket
book. Every paper thereafter filed in the
action will bear the same number and will
be entered chronologically on the page or
half page reserved for that action in the
current docket book. All papers in any ac-
tion will be filed together and nat in the
same bundle or file, though not fastened
tozether, unless and until a judgment roll
or final order is entered. Under this sys-
tem the current docket bock gives a chron-
ological history of the case from start
to finish, and will enable the immediate
production, without search, of any paper
in that case required for examination. It
practically substitutes one index for the
fifteen now in use in the County Clerk's
coffice.

At present, in an cld or long protracted
New York County case, it is sometimes
necessary in order to find a needed paper
to search through several of the fifteen
separate indices for each business day of
as many years as the action may have
been pending; even then it may not be
found, for among so many separate indices
there are many misnomers and some mis-
takes and omissions. Moreover, where
papers are filed in fifty or more separate
files or bundles, as is now the case in not
a few protracted litigations, important
papers are sometimes misiaid, stolen,
altered or mutilated.

The County Clerk rigiatly invokes the
co-operation of the bar to file their plead-
ings promptly in all actions, and not merely
in equitable actions, as heretofore. The
code contalns a mandatory provision re-
quiring each pleading to be filed within ten
days after the service thereof (code, Section
§24). However much this gection may have
been disregarded in the past in actions at
law, there is no excuse for its further dis-
regard after the establishment of a modern
flat filing system and current docket book.
