their utilization and development of
their natural resources of wood and
water have invested them with a charm
far greater, it must he confessed, than
tbe environs of Mew York can boast.
Aud jet the natura.l endowments and
advantages of New York are greater

than those of the other two cities put

together, and there are detached feat-
ures • bich rival the best to be found in
them. But ther lack coherence and
unity ot design, and the; are separated
by long stretches of something: more
djrearr tian tts mer« comsos place.

ASSETS OF BEAUTY.
Tbe judicial decision which was re-

cently rendered at Pueblo, Col., to the
effect that scenic beauty is an asset of
pecuniary value conveys by implication
a suggestion of wide and profitable ap-
plication. Its first and rncst obvious

effect is. nf course, to promote the con-
servation of natural beauty, and then
also of artificial aud cultivated beauty.

If It Is forbidden to destroy a pict-
uresque cataract or to deface a monu-
mental cliff, it should not be permis-
sible to disfigure a noble piece of archi-
tecture or to despoil a lovely park. But
even that is not all. The practical gos-

pel of beauty may well bo creative as
well as conservative, it may aim to in-

crease the scenic assets of tbe commu-
nity as well as to protect them from im-
pairment.

PpRTI GUESE REPUBLICANISM.
Republicanism has for many years

been a considerable factor in Portuguese

politics, and now has as its nominal
adherents a. largp part of the people ••'

that country. It cannot, however, be

said to have much iv common with the
practical and successful republicanism
of America and France. Perhaps that

is largely because Portugal as a whole

has so little in
'
common with other

countries. The nation as a nation has
long been less in touch with the world

at large than almost any other Euro-
pean state, while the appalling illiteracy

of the people— nearly SO per cent—has

doomed them to deplorable intellectual
seclusion. The result of thes<* condi-
tions, or at any rate the state which
exists, is that tbe republican leaders are
chiefly academic doctrinaires, wedded to

the theories of Rousseau aud tbe French
Revolution, while their followers are «=o

ignorant a^ to be willing to believe the

wildest rales— sucb. as that -under a

"republic there will be no taxes and
\u2666'bread will be half price", quite after

the manner of Jack Cade. There are.
it is true, others o? another faction, the
"militant republicans," who, however.

are really socialistic, and who would
probably agitate against a republic as
much as against a monarchy.

But this doctrinaire republicanism,
possessed of the- fatuous notion that a

change of governmental name would be
an infallible panacea for tbe country's
ills, bas taken a strong hold upon the
imagination of tee people. The princi-
pal objection to it ameng the educated
minority is that ir would weaken Portu-
gal's status as a nation and would cost
her the respect and support of other
powers, and that it would cause a loss'
of .her colonies, since otber powers
would covet them and would no longer,

respect her title to them. and.. of course.
a republican government would not pro-
vide a naval force for their protection.
This obiection is chiefly noteworthy as
an indication of the intellectual isola-
tion of Portugal to which we have re-
ferred. The thought seems to be that as
the French Republic of 1573 was un-

popular with European monarchies a
Porn; . republic new would be simi-
larly disliked, in sublime indifference to,

if not ignorance of. The fact that the
French Republic of to-day is abundantly

respected and shows no inclination to

let its colonies go unprotected.
Ifa stable republic shall now be or-

ganized in Portugal we shall not expect
to see the nation lose caste in Europe.

nor to see her colonies forfeited. on
the contrary, we «11 rather expect to
gee her status in all \u25a0•-'••-••\u25a0

and improved because of the improve-

ment in administration which will be

effected. Fran being a republic, will
surely not scorn her: nor will Spain,

with her record of and inclinations tow-

ard republicanism. The two nations
which by tradition and by dynastic re-
lationship are closest to her—though

under a republic tbe latter considera-
tion will not count

—
are England and

Italy, and they, while monarchies In
form, are so strongly republican in
spirit that the new system in Portugal,
if It is successfully established, will in-
crease rather than diminish their syaa

pffthetic regard for that country. Iti?
therefore not upon her foreign relation-
ships but upon her domestic fitness that
Portugal must depend for republican
success. If her republican statesmen
prove eaual to their task they willhave
norhinc to fear from abroad.

entirely natural thing and likely to be

iKMiefiecnt to all ivh<»ni it might concern.
Why not? There aw three countries

not* of identical but of similar origin

and history, in direct geographical con-
tact, .-uid at least potentially of marked

industrial and commercial interdepen-

dence. They are alike in political in-
