TOWNSEND C. VAN PELT.

After an illness of several months Town-
send Cortelyou Van Pelt died at his home,
at Eighteenth avenue and Slst street, Van
Pelt Manor, Brooklyn, vesterday. The
funeral will be held from the New Utrecht
Reformed Church, at Eighteenth avenue
and 84th street, on Wednesduy.

THE WEATHER REPORT.

Official Record and Forecast. —Washington,
_Ocmbor 16. -The weather has cleared in New
¥ngiand. Showers have again occurred in the
middle plateau region, and they have extended
eastward to the miildle Rockies. With the ex-
ception of rain in Florida, the weather is now
fair quite genecrally in all sections east of the
Rocky Mountains. Throughout that area the
temperatures as a rule are exceptionally high
for the season. Maximum readings of 92 degrees
wvere reported at Plerre and Huron, £. D. There
i« a widespread area of maximum temperature
of 80 degrees and above reaching from the east-
ern slope of the Rockies to the middle and south
Atlantic coasts.

The position of the tropical disturbance in the
Gulf of Mexico cannot he definitely determined
from observations at Weather Bureau stations,

that the centre is already a considerabie dis-
tance west of the Florida Keys. The swell at
Key West is gradually diminishing, while a
moderate swell on the northwestern coast at
Galveston has been observed during the last
twentv-four hours

As anticipated in the forecast issued Saturday
night, the weather has cleared !n the north At-
lantlc off New England. and the winds have
shifted to wester!ly. These winds have dimin-
ished and are now moderate. Fair weather will
continue for the next tweo or three days, with
moderate west shifting to northwest winds along
the north Atlantic steamer route, which, it is
supposed, the balloon America will pursue. e
conditions for the passage are most favorable,
with the exception of a tendency of the wind to
shift to north of west, as the course is in a
| northeusterly direction.
