Rufus Hardy, of Corsieana. and other

men prominent In Texas politics. Candi-
dates opposed to Bailey will be placed
in every Congress district and each
state Senate and legislative district.

The only issue will be Baileyism and
prohibition will not be considered. The
man to be selected to oppose Bailey will
not be named for several weeks, and it
Is expected that fifty thousand voters

willbe enrolled in the anti-Bailey move-
ment by that time.

The
guards, alarmed, entered the cell, and

found Luccheni hanging to the window

br.rs by his waist belt, which he had

twisted around his neck.
