LARGE POSTAL SAVING
Deficit Decreased by Two-

thirds in Last Fiscal Year.
Washington. Oct. 14—Figures, the com-

pjiatton of wni.-h was completed at the
Postofflce Department to-day, show that
the exact reduction of the postal deficit in
the fiscal year ended June 30 last was $11.-
JW.noo. The deficit of the previous fiscal
year wns fX7.tiOO.OOQ, so thath in on" year the
deficit was brought down to JS.IOJ.OOO.

In commenting to-nljrht on the saving of
*l!..Vrt/«f« last year. Postmaster Hitchcock
said:

This tremendous saving was made with-
out the curtailment "f the postal facilities
in any direction. On the contrary, during
the > far there were many Important exten-Fiont of such facilities. In eliminating
•wasteful expenditures th* department has
been exceedingly careful not to hamper in
any way th* constant development of the
postal st-rvire required to meet the increas-
Inj: business needs of the country.

In a word, the department's policy Is to
extend th«» service as rapidly as is war-
ranted by increasing population, and to ac-
complish its savings, not by the curtailment
of postal facilities, but by handling in a
mnr»' systematic and businesslike mann?r
the constantly expanding volume of the
\u25a0aaOa.

FOREST FIRES GREAT LOSS
Estimated That $15,000,000
Worth ofLumber Was Destroyed

Vashfngt"n. Oct. 24.—Six billion board
fe*t of lumber valued at about $15,000,000
\u25a0*jn destroyed in th»» recent forest fires
upon tite national forests in Montana anil
IfmHw Mahe. The total area burned
over 5n this r.nr> district was put by gov-

ernment experts at 1,250.000 acres.
It was said the heaviest losses wrrt? in

Idaho forestß, the <"aeur d'Alene, wh*re
|C.0n0.^00.000 Jx>ard feet of tlnitK-r ere. re-
1aartei killed or destroyed, and over 400,-
<*>n arrcs burned over, and the Clearwater,

where 1.0n0.n00.000 feet were killed and
3fif.,000 acrei burned o\er. other heavy

losses wrre Helena National Forest, Mon-
tana. W.fiOO.OOO toet; Cabinet forest. 400.-

It hi llov«d that last summer's fires
ei'li-Tburned up <irkilled between 1 and 2
per \u25a0ent of the total ptand of nationaJ for-
est timber. At the prwnt rate of cutting
from the national forests, 6, wo,0)0,100 fee* ip

equal hi twelve years' supply, but It is le*s
than one-elxth of a single year's cut in the
entire, country, or enough to keep all lum-
ber mills busy for something under two
month*.

F. A. HEINZECASE HEARD
U. S. Supreme Court Receives
Briefon Demurrer to Indictment.

Washington. Oct W-A brief was filed
to-day with the United States Supreme

Court in th« case of Friti Augustus Heinze.
of New York and Butte. Mont.

Tt came up on a writ of error to the Cir-
cuit Court of New York for review of a
demurrrr to an indictment, charging wilful
misapplication of the assets of a national
bank, the Mercantile National of New

York City, of which Helnze was president.

The brief was prepared by the late Lloyd

•W\ Bowers. Solicitor General ftar the De-
partment of Justice, and was offered by

Attorney General Wickersham. It Is con-
tended that a bank president not acting in
good faith has no right to permit over-
drafts when he does not believe and has

no reasonable ground to believe the
moneys can be repaid.

Arthur K Heinxe. of New York, failed
to-day to set anv relief from the United

States Supreme Court from the sentence
Imroped upon him by the New York federal
courts on a charge of impeding the investi-
gation of the federal grand jury into the

banking business of his brother.
The court refused to review a sentence

to pay a fine of *2W> and to spend ten days

in thf rustody of the marshal.
Thf particular charge brought against

Heinre was that he induced a prospective

witness before the grand jury,named Buck-
ingham, to go to Canada, beyond the juris-

diction of the court.

The department will not b« able to close
up all the tribal lands of the Five Civil-

ized Tribes until Congress make* provision

for the sale of the coal and asphalt lands
covered by what are known as the segre-

gated lands, as well as to make provision

for the disposition of the coal deposits.

These lands amount to about 44».0n0 acres,

Inclusive of th» leased area. Congress will

be asked at the next session to give th«
Interior Department this authority.

Forest Area in Choctaw Nation,

1,365,000 Acres, To Be
Put Up Later.

Washington. Oct. 24
—

All the unalloted
lands of the five civilized tribes of Indians
in Oklahoma, approximating 1.550,000

acr*^s. and the forested area in the Choc-

tiw N«ti<>n. amounting to about 1.365.000
acres, ate to be sol<l at publicauction, ac-
cording to a d«»clBion reached by the Sec-
retary of the Interior to-day.

The decision came as a result of the r»-
cent visit of Secretary Bailinger and Mr.
Valentine, Commissioner of Indian Affairs,

to CMdaaMOM.; a study of the status of the
property rights of the five civilized tribes

and conferences with President Taft.
The lands will be sold by counties con-

tinuously from November 21, 1910. to

March 1. 1913. The total amount of lands
to be ac4d under this decision is approxi-

mately 1.650.000 acres, divided as follows:

St-minole nation. 3.460 ficrf-F. divided into
110 tracts: Creek and Cherokee nations.
114.000 acres, in .''"".ii tracts, and Choctaw
and Chickasaw nation*. 1,540,000 acres, in

10.000 tracts.
