The determination of the Board of
2stimate and Apportionment to investi-
gate the fiscal conduct of the Board of
Edueation will be regarded with satis-
faction by the general public and should
be welcomed by ithe members of the
board which is to be the eobject of
serutiny. The action is not, so far as
we know, prompted by any charges or
any suspicion of malfeasance by the
Board of Education, and it surely is not
inspired by any hostility to the public
schools or by any unwillingness to give
them adequate and even generous sup-
port. It proceeds from the alleged
inability of the Board of Estimate to
procure by ordinary methods the de-
tailed and complete information con-
cerning school finances which it desires
and which it thinks it ought to have.

The appropri-
ation for public instruction is the larg-
est that is made in this eity, excepting
possibly that for interest on and re-
demption of the public debt. It is
larger than the allotinents for police,
fire, health and charitles all put to-
gether, and it is the one which can be
counted upon to increase regularly every
Fear. We are not prepared to deny the
wisdom and rectitude of its administra-
tion. It ought, moreover, to he a cause
of pride to any community that it
spends largely for education, provided,
of course, that the expenditure is hon-
estly and economically made. But when
all that is said the fact remains that the
public and its fiscal otficers are entitled
to know just how the school appropri-
ation is expended. 1

THE UTILITY OF DOGMA

Correspondent Sets Forth Views in

Opposition to Some Recently Given.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: In a recent issue of The Tribune
there is a letter from Bolton Hall ad-
dressed to the Synod of New York. That
letter is a sample of the ioose talk about
“dogmas” of which we hear so much in
these days.

The article containing Mr. Hall's Jetter Is
heeded ‘““Tomfoolery of Dogma.” I want to
say that all this talk to the effect that in
this age of the twentieth century there is
no place for “dogma’ nor for anybody that
is dogmatiz (in the right sense) is absurd.

What is a dogma? It is an opinion, a
belief, a tenet, a doctrine. Can we do
away with doctrines? Suppose all political
parties do away with their dogmas. It
would mean doing away with the parties
themselves. Suppose, then, we say we do
not nerd any parties, but let every man
vote independently of any party, as he
sees fit.

Let all men get b‘ether and belleve
alike in politics. We can all believe in the
right and do the right without any parties.
We could then get together in convention
and issue our platform, contalning what
we belleve to be right, and—but, no, that
would not do, for that would be a platform
of dogmas. We were not going to have
any parties, nor dogmas. Therefore, if we
issue anything it must be a lot of blank
pages of pure white paper. How foolish
and silly! But that is exactly the kind of
stuff we have handed out to us and called
the “Tomfoolery of Dogma.”

It is true that many men are voting In-
dependently of the present political parfies,
and more and more of them ought to so
vote, but they are voting so on principle,
or dogma, and that is a far cry from
having no belief or dogma.

The General Assembly of the Presbyte-
rian Church, U. S. A., has handed down to
the presbyteries an overture to be voted
upon, which, if passed, will make it un-
lawful ecclesiastically to circulate letters
and circulars unofficially for the purpose of
influencing votes in the church courts. If
it passes it is to be hoped we shall be free
from having such letters as Mr. Hall's
thrust into the hands of serious minded
and thinking men.
