William M
Eckert, and the same amount is left to

Carnegie Medals and Funds
Awarded at Pittsburg.

Plttshurr. Oct. 31.— Flf/y-elght names •» *'

added to the Carnegie her© list In the

United States to-day by the Carnegie Hero
Fund Commission, at Its fall meeting. For
acts of heroism thirty silver and twenty-

eight bronze medals were awarded to life-
savers, or their families. In cases where
death resulted. In addition cash awards
aggregating *¥>.£» were made in thirty-

three cases, the cash to be used for educa-
tional or other worthy purpose, at the dis-

cretion of the executive committee. In
twenty-three other cases of rescue or at- ,
tempted rescue, where the heroes died as |

a result, pensions ranging from $3) to $70

a month were made to the dependents. with
K. a month additional for each orphan child.

Of the rescues from death, or the at-

tempts, seven were from railroad trains or
streetcars, nineteen from drowning, one

from a runaway horse, eight from suffoca-
tion in gas producers or wells, twenty

from death In mine accidents, two from
fire and one from shooting.

The mine explosion at Cherry. 11l. In

November. '1300. figured prominently in the j
list, witn the recognition of ,the heroism of

thirteen .Timers. Eleven of these died from

Injuries in rescuing an unknown number of

miner?, and besides a silver medal, the
monthly stipends were made to the families
In thes? cases. Two that survived received
the silver medal and $1,000 each.

He knows
it, she feels it. and he suspects her of in-
fidelity with Emerson, who was once an
acknowledged suitor and who has ever
since been an honorable, if too ardent,

admirer. Darwin by bribery has obtained
the notes and other papers of the bank
directors, evidence which will convict all
the men concerned In the shady, if not
wholly uncommon, "financial deals" which

have been referred to. Wilbur Emerson, de-

termined to save his father from unmerited
punishment and disgrace, and to save him-
self ifhe can. goes at midnight to the at-
torney's house, hoping to find and steal the
Incriminating papers, which have been left

there. He enters literally "like a thief
in the night." Mrs. Darwin discovers him.

Mr. Darwin also discovers him and in-
stantly suspects his own wife of unfaith-
fulness. The fact of the matter Is that she

"lias been so faithful that she has protected

his interests by guarding the papers, and

there has been no love making between her

and the man who really lias her heart and
whom she finds in the bitterest trouble.

The husband will not listen, the wife will
not plead, the other man i*silenced by cir-
cumstance. She will endure any accusa-
tion, no matter how unjust, in order to be

freed from the virtuous reprobate who

lives continuously intoxicated by his own
righteousness.

She gives the papers to Emerson, who

takes upon himself all responsibility for the
Illegal banking operations, and who, by
destroying all evidence against them, re-
lieves his father and associates from the
possibility of indictment, while he parts

from her to await his trial and certain im-
prisonment. Darwin seeks divorce. HI?

Wife will await Emerson's release from
prison and then will marry him.

The tale loses in this kind of telling. But

the play tells it firmly, quickly, with con-
stant interest. The author obtains with
much craft the spectators' sympathy for

the man who has broken the banking laws,

and he guards the, man of law against all
sympathy- But he does not do this by any

special pleading: he works It all out
through the action of character upon cir-
cumstance. His people are Intensely hu-

man. His play fixes the attention of intelli-
gent beings, and it appeals to every one.

Justice is done, and done in the right way.

And the acting is admirable. George Nash
as Wilbur Emerson and Charles Stevenson
as James Darwin are to he highly com-
mended: Mr. Mack and Mr. Jennings. Mr.

Backus and Miss Barker and Miss Hay de-

serve special notice. But Miss Jane Cowl,

a new actress of remarkable quality. Is re-
vealed. In diction, in manner, in motion,

in facial expression, in the reading of char-
acter, in the expression of subtle shades of
meaning she seems quite apart from other
young women of the stage. It Is worth
while going again to this theatre to see this
actress In this play. A. W.

Prince Vi: Lang, a member of the Grand j
Council, said in the Senate to-day and j
in the presence of the leading Grand

'

Councillors that the entire nation from ;
the highest to the lowest was agreed or j
the necessity of the early establishment j
of a general parliament.

The Senators, who understood this to
mean that their memorial would be j
crimed, received the declaration of the |

Prince with loud and prolonged cheering.

The importance of this concession on the
part of the Government can be scarcely

overestimated, in view of its recent refusal
to entertain a similar request made by a
delegation from the provincial assemblies
last June.

Th»» programme fixed by the late Km-
press Dowager provided for the constitu-
tion of a general representative legislative
body, to be known a? the Imperial Parlia-
ment, in 1915. at the end of a nine-year
period of preparation. No sooner had this

plan been made known in a decree than

a popular agitation was begun to influ-

ence the throne to advance the date when

China might have a truly representative
government.

The provincial assemblies met and dis-

cussed the matter and received the sup-

port of the merchants throughout the
country. They sent a delegation to Peking

to memoralize the throne, but the Prince

Regent promptly announced that the orig-

nal programme would be adhered to. On

October Ilast the new Senate met for th©

first time. Of Its 300 members. Ml had
been appointed by the throne and there

was every indicator! that it would accom-

plish little, except as it reflected the.

wishes of the central government. Nev-
ertheless, early in Its history the Senate

developed an opposition party composed

of the provincial delegates, and this party

has since conducted an active campaign

looking to the recognition of the Senate
by the Grand Council as a body with
executive power, rather than that Its de-

liberations should be of an advisory

character.
Meantime the viceroys and governor? of

provinces supported the opposition by

memorializing the throne regarding an

early opening of the proposed parliament.

On October 2fi such progress had been
made that the Senate adopted by an al-
most unanimous vote a memorial to the

throne praying for the establishment of

a popular parliament at the earliest pos-

sible moment.
Two days later the throne ordered the

Grand Council to consider the memorial
and to-day's announcement by Prince Yu
Lang m accepted as the decision of th"

J3rand Councillors that the popular de-
mand, is to lie- granted.
