| Washington. Nov. 1-At least twenty
| gseroplanes are needed for th government
| says General James Allen, chief
gignal officer of the army, in his annual
report made public to-night
“These aeroplanes should
practice at different points in the country
1throughout the wyear,” continues General
| Allen. “They should be present in camps
of instruction for regular troaps and or-
ganized militia. Twenty aeroplanes would
provide only two for each ecamp of instruc-
tfon. To operate this number would re-
quire at least twenty specially trained ofli-
cers as pilots. In additlon to this each ma-
chine must carry at least one observer,

 NEWBURG'S POPULATION 27,805

:;B,'e-enumera.tion Adds 2,332 Names to
the List.

[From The Tribune Bureau.
Washington, Nov. 1L.—Director Durand of
| the Census Bureau announced to-day that
| the recount of the population of Newburg
'.\ Y., showed a gain of 2,862 over 18, or
| 11.5 per cent. The figures made public
| some time ago gave Newburg a population
of 25,473, while those announced to-day
placed the total at 27,805. The revised fig-
ures are the result of a re-enumeration in
certain districts, amounting to about half
of the city. It was found that several
enumerators falled to canvase their dis-
tricts thoroughly, and this fallure is at-
tributed to the lack of a special agent to
supervise the work. Most of the names
omitted were found in the district of a
gingle enumerator who falled to canvass a
large portion of his territory.

This is the only instance in which a re-
enumeration has heen made of a large por-
tion of a city because of evidence of omis-
gions in the original count. Other re-
enumerations were of not more than one
two distriets in a city, or were for the pur-
pose of discovering whether the original
returns had been padded.
