On th»> first day of the return he
reached Springf.eid. Mass.. via Portsmouth,
N. 11.. Boston and Worcester, a distance of
231 miles, and was back in Nt-w York City
noon after noon on th»» following day. hav-
ingcovered 340 miles la the day and a half.
