One agent, who brought to the Mayor's
office the applications for fourteen of the
largest hotels in New York, was informed
that no business could be done through
him, and that he might Inform the pro-
prietors to come down and sea to th« spe-
cial license business themse<v.?«s. The pro-
prietors or managers who di so were as
uniformly turned down as their agent had
been. In spite of their complaint that
several well known Tenderloin resorts were
already provided for on election night be-
cause at the Mayor's previous action in
granting their applications.

Some of the hotel men were aid to be
considering yesterday the scheme of in-
stituting a special messenger carrying Mr-
vice between some of these favored res-
taurants and their own places for the bene-
fit of their patrons who might not want to

move after 1 o'clock, and would probably

be unable to find new tables any way in the
restaurants so favored.

places, no hotels among them, but all of
them all night restaurants, which will be
able to go right along with their business
after 1 o'clock the same as before that
hour.

It will be a dry night in New York on

Tuesday, according to the statement issued
from the office of Excise Commissioner
Clement, in Albany, yesterday, which was
the. last day on which Mayor Gaynor's spe-
cial all night permits could be put through
the necessary routine at the capital in time
to allow the hotels and thirst parlors to
dispense good cheer in Manhattan on the-
night of Election Day.

been provided for in advance with all-night j
permits Which willcarry them all through \
the week. In the big hotels, like the Astor
and the "Waldorf-Astoria and a dozen
others, and in the largest, of the lobster
palaces along Broadway, the •dry" order
goes into effect sharply at 1 o'clock, one j
hour after the midnight of Election Day. }
for there places, without exception, have
no special all-night licenses.

Some of the Broadway resorts, balked in
their efforts to secure the coveted permit'

jfrom Mayor Gaynor, were making arrange-

ments yesterday to quench the early morn-
ing thirst of their patrons without breaking .
the law. and the ways thereof are legion.
In the Cafe Martin the management has j
provided hundreds of papier mache tubs, in j
which bottled goods bought and paid for I
before 1o'clock may be conveniently stored :
beside the customer's table, so that each Jman may run his own private little thirst i
parlor after the curfew hour.

He declared that j
appropriations for seven agricultural schools j
and two agricultural stations had been cut

out of the annual appropriation billpassed ,
by the last Legislature, although the state J
iappropriation during the last few years had I
!increased at the rate of over $1,000,000 a

year.
\fter comparing the United States un-

favorably with several othtr nations in re-
tard to the government attention given 1
agriculture. Mr. Dix continued:
Ithink the plan whereby the federal gov-

ernment can make systematic studies of
the soils of various sections of the country

and advise the owners of lands the best
crops that can be produced from the quality

Iof soil will all tend to ameliorate the ad- 1'
verse conditions. In every school and in
every college Ibelieve instructions should

1 be given in forestry, for as a nation we
Ihave been wasteful of the forests. To-day

we are confronted with the condition that,
in this State of New York, where the state
owns 1.750.000 acres of forest lands, indi-
viduals own approximately the same
amount. The product of these two vast
areas of forest will sap] the United
States only twelve months in its consump-
tion of lumber. The whole product of the I
forests of the United States would supply 1
the demand for timber about eighteen years.
We have been neglectful of this part of our
soil. Ibelieve nurseries should be estab-
lished in various parts of the state that
seedlings rouM be sold at reasonable prices
to any Individual who would plant them.

To-day we are compelled to purchase
seedlings from France and Germany to
supply the few who are willing to plant
trees, and when we think that Switzerland
has been deriving an income from her for- \u25a0

ests and a system of forestry dating back j
to a period of time five centuries before
this country was discovered we may com-
prehend that forestry as a business or a
system is not new.

Both Stimson and DixAre Satis-
factory to Its Friends.

Elliot H. Goodwin, secretary of the Civil
Service Reform Association, yesterday
made public a letter he had received from
Henry L. Btimson. Republican candidate
for Governor, in reply to a letter pent to
him on October 1 asking for a declaration
of his position as to the maintenance of
the present scope of the Civil Service sys-
tem and its extension in this state. Mr.
Stlmson replied as follows:
Iam heartily in accord with the princi-

ples of Civil Service reform Without go-
Ing into details as to particular positions,
Ishall, ifelected, maintain in general the
present extent and scope of the competitive
system, as established under the two ad-
ministrations of Governor Hughes. Fur-
thermore, Iam in favor of the extension
of the merit system to every practicable
extent consonant with an efficient Civil
Service.
Ithink we should all work to make the

state service a career upon which a young
man may enter and In which he may ad-
vance on his own merits without recourse
to political or other extraneous influences.

Mr. Goodwin said that up to yesterday
he had not received a reply to a similar
letter he had sent to John A. Dix, the
Democratic candidate for Governor.

Mr. Dix. however, has replied fully to a
set of questions Eent to him by Hugh Gor-
don Miller, general counsel for the city
council of the New York Civil Service As-
sociation. The questions and answers are
as follows:

CIVILSERVICE IN NO DANGER

Mr. Mitchell's letter in full is as follows:

Mount Vernon, N. V.. Nov. 5. 1910.
As a citizen of the State of New York

and as a iepresentative of the wage earn-
ers. Ihave observed with keen interest the
discussion of various issues as they have
developed in the gubernatorial campaign.

1Ihave been particularly interested in the
expressions of the respective candidates for
Governor in relation to industrial matters.

When the charge was first made that Mr.
Dix, candidate for Governor, required theemployes in his paper nulls to work thir-
teen hours each night, Iassumed that the
charge had no basis in tact and that It
!would be answered by a .specific and con-;elusive denial. However, up to this hour
no denial has been made and no explana-
tion lias been offered by Mr. Dix. On the
contrary, investigation has demonstrated
that the employes of the paper mills con-
trolled by Mr. Dix are required to and do
work thirteen hours each night. It has also
been charged and not denied that the work-
men in his mills receive in return for these
excessively lone hours only $175 a night, or
13^2 cents an hour.

For many years the wage earners of the
state and the nation have been contending
for an eight-hour day. In this effort theorganized workmen have met with a large
measure of success. The Legislature of the
State of New York has recognized the
practicability and the just!' of the eight-

1hour day by legally providing that:
"Each contract to which the state or a

municipal corporation or a commission ap-
pointed pursuant to law is a party whichmay Involve the employment of laborers,
workmen or mechanics, shall contain a
stipulation that no laborer, workman or
mechanic in the employ of the contractor,
Bub-contractor or other persons doing orcontracting to do a whole or a part of the
work contemplated by the contract, shall
be permitted or required to work more than
eight hours in any one calendar day, except
In cases of extraordinary emergencies
caused by tire, flood or danger to life or
property."
If the great State of New Yoik and all

its municipalities ordain eight hours a.- a
fair days work, what justification can
there be for excusing or defending a thlr-
teen-hour day in the paper mills controlledby Mr. Dix? The statute of the State
of New York, just quoted, establishing theeight-hour day was enacted at the solicita-
tion of the wage earners. Does it seem
reasonable to suppose that Mr. Dix, whorequires his own men to work thirteenhours «ach night, would sympathize with
a law which establishes for state and mu-nicipal employes an eight-hour workday?

In view of the treatment accorded his ownen ployes, could Mr. Dix consistently favor
legislation limiting the hours of labor ofwomen and children, or of men employed
In dangerous and unheaJthful trades? Pro-
fessions of friendship count for little The
best measure of friendship by which to
