The companies discourage the formation
of a union among them and decline to

treat with ;:nlon representatives. Of
course they do. They have been able to
keep up the present Iniquitous scale of

hours and wages because 'he men had no
union. They render the formation of a
union necessary, and then hope by raiding

th cry of "closed shop" to e?eape once
more the necessity of facing frankly the
problem of treating their employes fairly.

A TRIUMPH OF LIFE OVER DEATH.

Two striking reminders of the im-

mense value of medical research, and of

that precise form of medical research
which many, tkrouph ignorance or fa-

natical prejudice, have taken to con-
demning as useless and inhuman, come
simultaneously to and. One la in an
ndilress by Lord romer, than whom

there is no more thoughtful and ju-

dicious authority. Quoting statistics

provided by Colonel Bannermau, the
eminent Indian bacteriologist, he said

that in an Indian district with a popu-

lation of 527/HHJ some four months be-

fore the bubonic plague appeared 187.-

000 persons were inoculated against

that disease and Oto.OOO were left with-

out inoculation. The disease came,

with the result that only 314 deaths oc-

curred among those who had been in-
oculated, while among the uninocuiated
there were 29,723 deaths. Tim! the

inoculation saved the lives of 8,000 per-
sons, and through lack of it 28,000 lives

were sacrificed. Among those who

profited by medical research only one
in 585 perished, while among those not

Thus protected one In every 22 fell a

victim to the platrue.
The other reminder comes from one

of the foremost American authorities.
Pr. W. C. Gonras, in a report on the

death rates of the city of Panama, of

the Canal Zone, and of the canal em-
ployes. These rates, or the number of

deaths yearly among a thousand per-

sons, have been as follows since the
American occupation of the isthmus:

Mr. Meyer congratulated the people of

the Pacific Coast on having only two

big navy yanls. at San Francisco and at
Bremerton, each capable of housing and

caring for a modern lleet. Itmight be

inferred from that remark that the Sec-

retary would gladly see the six yards

on the Atlantic Coast reduced to two.

T.ut much the larger half of the navy

is stationed in Atlantic waters, and

three rather than two yards would be

needed for construction and repairs. It

is evident that with the enormous
growth in the size of battleships fewer

yards with larger facilities are to be
preferred to more numerous smaller
yards of varying capacities. Itis poor

economy to maintain a moderate sized

yard at Boston and a smaller one at
Portsmouth, X. 11.. about fifty miles

Philadel-
phia and Norfolk nre too near together

to warrant the establishment of a mod-
ern yard at each of these ports. Charles-
ton,' S. C, i= a good site for a yard, but

it suffers from a lack of high class labor.
