THINKS IT TRUE, BUT NOT NEW

Nationalism and the Constitution Dis-
cussed by Correspondent.

Tn the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: May I not say in The Tribune some-
thing of protest against the use of the
E:!nn _‘Mew nationalism"? The L

new’ does not correctly apply, for natfon-
ism was the informing spirit which brought
about the creation of our nation. Tt ex-
isted in the public heart in a more or less
embryonic form as far back as long be-
fore the Revolution.

Tha need of “a more perfect T'nmion"
found its culmination in the written Con-
stitution of 1787, No vital additions or
changes have heen made in that great in-
strument during the 123 years in which it
has been our fundamental written law.
Nor do I belleve that any future changes
wiill become necessary. for the principles
of our svstem, gradnually evolved since 1115
(Magna (“harter), not only run in our biood,
but are expressed in such wide and gen-
eral terms as to invite and warrant ‘“‘con-
structions”™ by the Supreme Court adequate
to meet every new condition

No one denies that our nationality is
complete and competent for every possibie
“international emergency.”

Nor ecan T find any less competency in
our nationality to cope with any condition
in our home affairs affecting the general
welfare of the people. Subject to a few
constitutional limitations as to some spe-
| eially enumerated powers of each state, the
nation is as paramount in home as in for-
| eign affairs.
| “True nationalism™ rests upon the doc-
gtrme that “‘we, the peaple.” (not “we, the
| states”), made the (‘onstitution and made
it for the general welfare of the people.
