FOOD INSPECTION INQUIRY]
Rigid Investigation Undertaken
inHealth Department Bureau.
''•"mmlssloner of Accounts Ff'«<lick paid

yesUvday that he had been Investigating j
th© food irspectlon bureau of the Depart- j
ment of Health for three weeks, and had
found conditions which warrant*?.la more
rigM Investigation. This he has under- j
taken, and It will probably extend over a j
period of three weeks more.

The Investigation so far has covered t^e,
inspection of fruit, meat and eggs, r"it will\u25a0

be extended to milk and other perishable
food products.

Commissioner Lederle of the Health De-
partment on Thursday nl? t suspended
Bayard Clarke Fuller, for years the super-
vising Inspector of the food bureau, and
Philip Holz and Hugh 11. Ma.sterson. two
of his subordinates, pending an Investiga-
tion of their knowledge that a thriving
business of selling aaki esrga to bakers for
making cakes was going vm In thl* city.

A newspaper had worked up evidence of
the bad egg Industry without the knowl-
edge of Commissioner Fosdick, and wkaai
this evidence was lai<l befor« him on
Thursday night he at once took up an in-
vestigation of that branch of the fool in-
spection bureau. Thi» was continued yes-
terday, some five or six witnesses being
examined.

Investigation disclosed that Walter B.
Raymond, president of the Canadian Mines
Company, had stopped transfer upon the
stock on November 10, 1W», th» dstc upon
which the bank made the loan. The rea-
son assigned was that another .""-m had a
prior claim.

The alleged Irregularity was discovered
when the bank tried to raaßaft upon the

stock after the association declined to take
up the loan. The refusal <>' the Windsor
Trust Company, acting a? transfer agents

for the Canadian Mines Company, to trans-
fer the stock to the name of a purchaser

aroused the suspicions of tie bank of-
ficials.

as having not so much abolished child la-

bor as havinsr forced it out of the factories
into horn* industry.

In FTance, Dr. Veditz says, some of the
glaus works go so far as to drill their child
laborers in quickly disappearing through
trap doors to avoid detection, and the em-
ployers offer prizes for the children most
uglle in that performance. Among the most
frequent and most flagrant violators of the
rules are religious and charitable Institu-
tions such as orphanages, in which the chil-
dren usually get no wages, are worked

overtime and under conditions violating the

law and the ordinary' rules of hygiene. A
traffic has sprung up, especially among the

Italian children imported into France in

droves for employment mainly In glass

works, brickyards and as chimney

and bootblacks.

Many Begin Work at Six Years
Old—Small Pay and Unsan-

itary Workshops.
Washington, Nov. 11.—Sensational charges

of repulsive conditions in child labor In

continental Europe are made In a special
report published In the bulletin of the
United States Bureau of L,abor. The re-
port was made by Dr. C. W. A. Veditz. a
professor of sociology In George Wash-
ington University, who made a special in-
vestigation in Außtrltr, Belgium, France,

Germany. Switzerland and Italy. He
trathered all his data from official records
and sources of Information.

Child labor In Belgium not paid at all;
children in Austria beginning work before
Eix yenrs old and child laborers InFrance
drilled to disappear through trap doors at
the approach of inspectors, and a peneral-
ly hi!iifTer*>nt enforcement of the laws
through which employers find it more
profitable to pay the nominal fines Imposed
than to obey the regulations are some of
the conditions described.

The general conclusion is that child
labor laws abroad are In many essential
respects poorly enforced, and that the
penalties Imposed for violations are ridic-
ulously small and of practically no deter-
rent value. The report Indicates thirt In
most of these countries it would be a
physical impossibility for the Inspectors
to do more than a fractional part of their
work or to do that part thoroughly, and
that the courts are astonishingly lenient
with offenders.

In Austria child labor is not regulated
In workshops. In household Industries or
in commercial establishments. A recent
official investigation nhoweil that about
half the children began work before they
were eight years old. while a large num-
ber began before they wer« six years old.
Their pay varied all the way from food
and certain articles of clothing to $14 a
year for those in agricultural occupations.
A large proportion received from 50 cents
to $160 a month.

tn Belgian! many violations escape de-
tection. One-fourth of the laborers under
sixteen either get no money wages at all or
earn less than 10 cents a day. more than
half receive between 10 and 29 cents a day
and Ie_j8 than one-fifth receive 30 cents or
more.
