The crowd which gathered around the

hut where Tolstoy lay dying in the early

Sunday morning hours awaited breath-
lessy the verdict of Dr. Thtchurovsky

and Dr. UsofT. two ot the leading heart

specialists of Moscow, who had been

hurriedly called into consultation. . Th»

former had carried Tolstoy safely

though a similar crisis in 1901 in
Crimea, and the hopes ••! th- people

rested on him.

Only the physicians were present In

the room at the time <"\u25a0 his death, tl*

members of his family, including his
wife, haw - been admitted previously.
Tolstoy was then unconscious and never
revived. Members of the clergy during

the last days made pressing attempts

to gain entrance to the sickroom, with

a view to inducing him to return to the
arms of the Church, but the physicians

repulsed them, on the ground that their
patient was too illto receive them.

The Emperor and his ministers are
anxious that Tolstoy shall be buried with

the rites of the Church, but the Holy

Synod is strongly against this, and pvob

übly he will be buried without the ad-
ministration of such rites, unless the

Emperor commands otherwise. Popular

feeling is universally for a. religious

funeral.

Tolstoy's death occurred peacefully at

6 o'clock this morning. It was due di-
rectly to heart failure, followinginflam-

mation of the lungs. He left his horn*
and family ten day^ ago to find solitude,

in the belief that the hand of death whs

already on hliK. True to his unswerv-
big and uncompromising search for
truth, he died as he had lived, without
reconciliation with the Church, his dyin*

words breathing sympathy for afflicted!
humanity: "Many millions in the world

are suffering. Why are you wwulmbsbl
for me?"

Vladimir of
Moscow and Flavian of Kiev, and Lou-
kianoff. Chief Procurator of the Holy
Synod, decided to-nisrht to leave thing*
as they are with respect to Count Leo
Tolstoy, news of whose death at Asta-
pova reached here early to-day. Aplen-
ary synod has not been called, and tele-
graphic instructions have been dis-
patched to the bishops informing them
that requiems were not permissible.
Burial according to the rites of th» or-
thodox Church is consider**! out of rtr»

Question. The government intends, ac-
cording to the announcement, to co-op-

erate with the Church in the enforce-
ment of its decision, although both th*
Emperor and Premier Stolypin have, in-

dicated their desire that the great Rus-

sian fee buried with the Russian rite.
Repeatedly advances have b^en mad*

which would permit the lifting of th«
ban of excommunication decreed against
Tolstoy in, 1901. The Metropolitan An-

tonius himself sent a telegram urging
Tolstoy to make his peace with th«
Church, and representatives of th*
Church were sent to Astapova for th*
purpose of bringing: the count back into
the fold. Messages from Optina, Sha-
mardino and Astapova. however, state!
that until the end Tolstoy was held a

prisoner by the enemies of the Church,,
no monk, priest or bishop having been \u25a0

permitted to see him. Nor did they re-
ceive the slightest retraction from Tol-
stoy in the position which he assumed
toward the Church, some years ago.
It is pointed out that Tolstoy wa3 th<»

subject of the milder form of penalty,

that he was not anathematized and that
a priest on his own conscience could offi-
ciate at a requiem such as was held to-
day under the auspices of the Council
of the Empire on the initiative of Mich-
ael Stakovich. marshal of nobility. An-
other requiem willbe sung in the Douma
by Radical priests to-morrow. The ven-
eration for Tolstoy is so great that even
the reactionary parties in the Douma
have been obliged to issue statements
leaving the members free to honor his
memory. -' >*T-?v~

Meetings cf, literary and other socie-
ties were held, to-night to decide whit
share they willtake in the mourning: for
Count Tolstoy. Many private theatres
were closed to-night, and willbe closed
again on the day of the funeral. A strict
censorship Is being exercised by the
Russian press in the publication of news
concerning the author's death-

Moscow, Nov. 20.—The police to-day

forbade the theatres from suspending
their performances because of the death
of Count Tolstoy. Nevertheless, the

playhouses were closed, as the actors re-
fused to appear. At the Moscow Arme-

nian Church a public requiem was per-

mitted.

000-gailon react 1noli in which the drink-
ing water is stored is completely covered
over, excluding both light and air from
this supply.
