Surgeon General of Army Favors
Anti-Typhoid Vaccination.

[From The Tribune Bureau i. Washington; November B.
ARMY VACCINATION.—Surgeon General

Torney Is *£dln akin an effort to have
anti-typhoid vaccination made compulsory
among the enlisted force of the army. He
|believes he possesses sufficient informa-
tion from results in the British army andIreports of army surgeons at homo to jus-
tify the renewal of this recommendation,

althous-n hitherto the Secretary of Warjhas refused to approve it. There is more
or less prejudice against what is known
as "compulsory" vaccination, and the
critics of that precautionary measure have
so far been able to defeat the efforts of
the array medical officers who desire that
this protection aerainst typhoid be made a
part of the regular system of preserving
the health of the military personnel. The
army medical officers realize that there is
prejudice against the use of the term
"compulsory." and in recent references to

the subject the word ''universal" has beep

substituted. The present outbreak of ty-
phoid at the Naval Academy is said to
have shown the advantages of the vaccin-
ation treatment. The naval medical officers
promptly called on their associates in the
army for a supply of the vaccine, and ulti-
mately the navy will have its own source
of supply.

The statistics show decided benefit de-
rived from the volunteer vaccination prac-
ticed by the Army Medical Department at
various military garrisons. At some places
nearly every officer and soldier has been
vaccinated. The real advantage, of course,

must come from the universality of the

treatment and Steps to this end are again
being urged by General Torney. who made
{he suggestion nearly a year ago and re-
newed it in his annual report. He now
makes it the subject of a special com-

munication to the Secretary of War.
