In every operation of doing work then
are two function?— planning and perform-

ance. The planning consists in, say, ma-
chine shop work, of selecting the machine
In which the work is to be done, choosing

the tool to use in the machine, determin-
ing the sequence of operations, the speed
of the machine, the depth and thickness of
cut and a number of other consideration?-
Tnder the usual form of management
planning, as well a." performing, '- usually

left to the workman or to a badly over-
worked foreman. The work is laid out and

done largely according to precedent or

tradition in the way the work or some job

nearly like it was done by some one else.
Scientific management separates sharply

the planning and performance. Few work-

men know the full capability of their ma-
chine, and are therefore unable to plan

their work to the best advantage. Under
.scientific management men specially
trained for the purpose plan all work and
issue definite written instructions to the
men for its performance

prominence. It is probable that. being .i

new science, the public has only \u25a0 faint
idea of r.Lat scientific management really

is. Having had con?!d«rabl« to do with it
in the last fiv*» years, may Itrespass

somewhat on your space to explain this
science which is to save mon^y for the
railroads?

The skilled workman then has only to
follow the instructions in order to dupli-
cate the results required by the planning
department. In its highest form scientific
management provide? the stimulus for the

workman to duplicate these results by giv-

ing him a rate of pay greater than the
usual rate of his class when he do*>s the
work In accordance with the time allowed,
and civiner him a rn:i:h lower rate when
he does not accomplish the task as laid
down. Itis noteworthy that few men fail

to obtain the hisher pay when they have
been properly Instructed.
It should b» noted that, iilthoush the

workman receives more money in a given
period of time, the employer benefits to a
much greater degree The cost jter unit of
product is less. and. the work bein^ done
quicker the capacity of his factory is in-
creased without the expenditure \u25a0<'.' a dollar
for new machinery. These are no

dreams. They are hard facts, based on
experience. Witness the testimony of
Henry 11. Town-, of Ii V. 3< eel, of
Prank B. Gilbretli and other men before
the Interstate Commerce Commission, and
the articles an.i editorials in "Industrial
Engine'-rin^r" this last summer.

Scientific manaeemer.t involves more
than planning of 0 ;

-
work, however, in its

last analysis. It involves a study of men.
of materials and of tools: a standardizing
of tool.s and equipment, and an investiga-

tion of their qualities and capacity. It in-
volves motion study, to discover what mo-
tions made by the men re unnecessary
and therefore wasteful, and a rectification
of the conditions which make for useless
motions. Irefer you to the work of Gil-
breth, who reduced the motions of a brick-
layer in layinpr one brick from IS to 6. as
one of the great examples of what motion
study will do—and bricklaying is an art so
old that the bricklayers of four thousand
years afro worked almost the same as the
men of to-day. Ipersonally know of a
case where the output of a man in a ma-
chine shop was quadrupled by motion
study, and the mar was considered a good
machinist, who used the best methods of
his trade.

Summed up in a few lines, scientific
management might be termed "applied
common sense." It requires a man to do
only that work for which he is best fitted,

but requires him to do that work at his
greatest efficiency. It requires that the
conditions be made right for the greatest
efficiency of the worker, this including not
only the tools he works with, but his sur-
roundings, bis pay and everything else
which affects bis work.

The world owes a debt of gratitude to

Frederick W. Taylor, the man who re-
duced the principles of management to a
science, and who almost single handed for
a quarter of a century worked on in the
face of opposition and d --:\u25a0_\u25a0 ts
that would have appalled an ordinary man.
It is a cause for Gratification that Mr.
Taylor? reward has come while he is yet
among us.
