Hyde, the
present City Chamberlain and a recognized
attorney for some of the racing associations
M the time of the ISM fight against the
anti-racing bills, will be summoned to the
witness chair of the committee before they

drop the racing ina.uiry, but itIs not even
liop<d for by the commit counsel that
Mr. Hyde-willbe able to giv<? any substan-
ti&ticn to the rumors of the "half million

deafer fund," which August Behnont re-
ferred to as "the mythical dinner at which
a great sum was raised." and which was
referred to in the testimony of Robert H.
Elder M being a part of the story told to

him by ex-Senator Frank J. Gardner.
£. A. Keid. the manager of tbt Suburban

.Mr Bruce said, after the letter had been
made public, that he knew "Ed" Shaugh-
nessy welL and remembered the campaign
association? to which he referred.'

IfKresel hail mentioned it to me," he
explained. "1 could have told him who 'Ed*
.- iMshaesE]r was, of course, but his name
on the books was down as simply 'E.
f-:haughi:essy,' and Inever thought of it."

With the examination yesterday of
"Dave"" Gideon, horse breeder and owner
and member of the executive committee of
the Metropolitan Turf Association, the in-
quiry into the alleged lobby fund of the
rc<.:r.g interests drew near a close. Gideon
Laid he was not a bookmaker, had never
"mfcde book." in fact, and that though «>n
the executive committee of "the) Mets" he
li.-dr.t attended \u25a0 meeting of the commit-
tee in over five years. He knew nothing of
any fund being raised by "the Met£." or by
any of its members, in 1908. to fight the

Asnew-Hart bills, and didn't think there
ha<i been any such fund.

Algernon DsJagortaM, assistant secretary

of the Jockey Club, is due for another sec-
tion on the stand, which willprobably come
ahsal nex; Thursday, and with him Mr.
Kr«=-se] expects to sum up the racing in-
quiry information brought out from various
v .'nesses.

"I induced the employment of Charles
H. Bens to look after the state fair end
of the fight." he wrote, "and his efforts
\u25a0nen directed entirely to effecting a com-
promise on the bill to provide an increased
tax- on racing receipts for the benefit of the
fair association. Itawed a compromise,
with the secret knowledge that the bill
•uouM be vetoed! by Governor Hisrgins. And
this is the first time Iever revealed the
t-?-cr*t to any human."'
In 1907 and ISOS. he continue,!. Judge E.

P. Coyne was retained by the Jockey Club,
and was not able to handle the situation
which arose. Shaughnessy said that be
was asked by counsel to the Jockey Club
to take a hand in the ISOS fight, but refused.

Scented a Scandal.
"Ideclined to have anything to do with

Albany that year, for the reason that I
fcented a scandal. The capital was in-
vtMud by a horde of men on the fringe of
politic*, and discredited lawyers and ad-
venturers, who representing no one, were
bidding for Mites and claiming to own. con-
trol and ojurrate various Senators.

He believed Governor -Hugh**: to be a cross
between a fanatic and an idealist, he said,
and that he was surrounded by a. tribe of
\u25a0\u25a0ill "professional reformers. Pharisees
and notoriety seeking parsons" that he
opposed them with all his might and would
do so again under Th«» same circumstances,
•with or without compensation.

Shaughnessy is .an oldtime stenographer
of the Senate and was -with MlLinn Bruce.
the counsel to the present investigating

\u25a0ccirmittee. when that lawyer was campaign-
ing for The office of Lieutenant Governor.

He enclosed in his letter to Mr. Merritt
yesterday a copy of a letter sent to him by
Mr. Bruce, Just after Shaughnessy had re-
timed from a seven weeks' campaigning
trip with Bruce and Job Hedges, in which
Mr. Bruce thanked him heartily for hi.s

jBruce, first as Lieutenant Governor and
the- as Governor, and he wondered why
X •-• could not heve asked Judge Bruce
vrfao be was Instead of insinuating that his
cervices to the Jockey Club were not above-
board.

Passing his compliments then to the Rev.
Dr. Gregg, who was leading the reform
clement which was pushing the racing bills
of IImS, and to "Pete De .Lacy, of poolroom
lame, who, he said, was supporting Dr.
Gregg because of a grudge he harbored
against the Jockey Club, Mr. Shaughnessy

eaid the bill never left the committee of
\u25a0either house, the reformers withdrawing
when they learned the nature of the com-
pany they were associating themselves

with.

Freely Shaughrmssy admitted that he had
t*>«>n retained to handle the interests of the-
Jockey Club in the fight over the Cassidy-

Says Couple Had Wrangles.
Seymour Glover, according to the tran-

H<> heard her say
that she wished her husband was dead.

"Idon't feel Justified in saying anything,*'

not one sweet song."

According to the transcript, parts of
which were admitted, Seymour Glover told
The District Attorney that ne came to Mr.
Ma^Farland's offire to see his brothers
personally and that he did not intend to
make any statements at the time which
might injure "a certain party."
Inresponse to a question he said that Mr.

Elmore, Mrs. Glover's counsel, was the
"certain party."'

After a brief recess the jury remained
out of the courtroom and Mr. Johnson

and Seymour Glover in the office of Gren-
ville S. MacFarland, a Boston attorney, on
the Thanksgiving eve following the death
of Glover.

Defendant Will Not Take the
Stand inHer Own Behalf

—
Fight Over Transcript.

Cambridge, Mass., Dec. 9.— The Leblanc
murder trial to day was a long distance
duel by legal methods between the youth-
ful defendant. Hattie Leblanc, and Mrs.
Lillian Glover, the widow of the Waltham
laundry man. The defence aimed all its
shots at the widow in marshalling its wit-
nesses and drawing out the evidence,

while the prosecution sought to turn these
darts in the direction of the Cape Breton
girl.

The defence has five more witnesses, and
may rest before the adjournment of
to-morrow's single session. Nearly a
dozen men and women, who knew the
Glover family and Hattie more or less in-
timately; occupied the witness stand to-
day. ThHr testimony tended to show that
Glover was persistent in his attentions to
women, that his wife became so angry on
many occasions that she was heard to say

more than once that she would like to

kill him, and had applied indecent epithets
to her husband.

Thomas J. Coffey, a clerk in a Boston
sporting groods house, who sold the re-
volver which was said to h ive been used
in the shooting, said that a woman bought
it, but when Miss Leblanc was led past
him he declared that she was not the
woman.

The District Attorney drew from the re-
volver salesman the fact that he could not

remember anything distinctly regarding
the woman. He also succeeded in having
excluded consiierable testimony ghen by
Seymour M. Giover at a previous hearing

which was aimed at Mrs. Glover. Some of
the witnesses for the defence admitted to
the District Attorney to-day that their tes-
timony was different from that given at the
inquest and could give no reasons for
changing it.

One of the last witnesses of the day. Mrs.
Alma M. Roche, said that she heard Mrs.
Glover declare eight years ago that she
would like to kill her husband.

Counsel for Defence Satisfied.
That Miss Leblanc willnot take the stand

in her own behalf was the statement made
by her leading counsel to-day. Mr. John-
son intimated that he was entirely satis-
fied with the testimony given by the de-
fendant, as gU'en to the police the evening
of her arrest, and saw no necessity of sub-
jecting her to the strain of testifying at
the present tribunal or the searching in-
quiries of the District Attorney.

"My sister told me while she was in jail
that if she was convicted by the evidence
of Mrs. Glover she would ki!i herself," said
Mrs. Irene Leblano Lantrley. one of the
numerous sisters of Hattie Leblanc. at

the opening of the day's session of the
trial. Mrs. Lanpley's statement was made
in response to quest i^ns by District Attor-
ney Higgins on cross-examination.

In the brief direct questioning by Mr.
J"hn.-nn Mrs. Langley said that she visited
the Glover's house on the Monday following

Saturday's shooting and Mrs. Glover made
her lie down on a sofa with her head cov-
ered by a shawl. Later she said she went
into the spare chamber, where her sister
was found the following day, and while
there she heard a slight noise. She declared
that when the body of Glover was brought

into the house that afternoon (.Monday;

Mrs. Glover turned her back on it.

A mail carrier was then called who said
that Mrs. Glover had received more than

five hundred letters in the last three years
under the name of Minnie Everett dark.

Befriended by Mrs. Glover.
Lillian Leblanc. another sister of the de-

fendant, said that Mrs. Glover was con-
tinually flinging harsh words at her hus-

band and uttering vile epithets. In the
cross-examination by the District Attorney

Miss Leblanc admitted that Mrs. Glover
befriended her, sent her money to come
from West Arichat to Boston and assisted
her after she came to this state by giving

her clothing and money.
