Loeb Returns Her Gems and
Drops Smuggling Charge.

Mrs Theodore P. Shonts will not be
prosecuted as a smuggler. Her statements
to the Surveyor, General Nelson H. Henry,
and the manner in which she brought in
jewelry appraised at $18,000 without at-
tempt at concealment saved her.
