HIS MEMORY COMES BACK

AT NINETY WANTS TO FLY

Charge of Arson Also Fails at New
Jersey Man's Trial.

VTharton, N. J.. Dec. 14 (Sp6ciai).— The
charge of "kidnapping" a locomotive,
which, with that of aroin, hung over James
Kelly,has been dismissed for lack of evi-
dence. Kelly was accused of having set fire
to the Stickel lumber yard here in March
and then having escaped on a locomotive
that he took from the roundhouse near by.

He was believed to be the culprit merely

because some time before that he had run
a locomotive out of the roundhouse and
coupled it to a train of cars and saved them
from fire. None but railroad men here-
abouts are credited with enough ability to

have done the "stunt," and a census of the
railroad men is said to have established
alibis for all of them.

At Kelly's trial eight witnesses took the
-stand against him. Not one of them, how-
ever, could say that Kelly was the man at
the throttle of the "kidnapped" locomotive.
No one could say that he was nearer to the
fire than the roundhouse.

At the time the fire broke out Kempton
Council. Royal Arcanum, was giving an en-
tertainment on the second floor of the bulld-
inp, at Hlgli and Franklin avenues. The
police say there were about five hundred
women and men in the place, ana for a
\u25a0Uk there was a panic among the women
and some of the men, who made a rush for
the street. Some of the cooler men, how-
ever, assured the excited ones that every
one would have time to get out No one
was injured in the rush down,the one flight
of stairs
In another part of the building, on the

same floor, a number <>f women were hav-
ing a meeting. All were saved by firemen.
One of them, Mrs. Royal l^angdon. wife
of Dr. I^angdon, of this place, dropped
from the second story window into the
arms of a number of men who had vol-
unteered to catch her.

The building Tvas a two story brick
structure and the loss will be about $25,000-
