decided not to displace the revision bill.

The importance of this action lies in the
fact that the organization leaders, unless
the House should decide to turn in its own
tracks, now have the power to use this
codification bill for the remainder of the
session to block the way of other measures
which ordinarily would come up for action.

When the House adjourned at 4:45 p. m.

Payne, Dalzell, and the others
viewed Dr. Koci's exhibit with much in-
terest, but no one expressed any desire to
take a puff from the ‘‘dope pipe.”” Mr.

Koch brought to the hearing samples
of almost every drug that ever induced
man to dream. He talked a while and then
drove his points home with a practical de-
monstration of just how opium and other
narcotics are sold and used. He declared
that the cocaine habit is an essentially
American vice, and that almost 50 per cent
of the criminal classes are addicted to its
vse. The majority of the criminal assaults
in the South, he sald, could be traced to
the use of drugs by negroes. The drug
hablt, Le declared, is on the increase and
is extending to the professions, especially
t doctors, lawyers and trained nurscs.

licity for legitimate corporations as an as- |
surance of prosperity and expressed favor |
for a properly framed federal incorpora-
tion law.

“Publicity, for the Ilagitimate corpora-;
tion, spells prosperity, in my opinion,” he‘l
said. “By publicity I mean that huslness;
corporations should not conceal the records |
of their transactions, but should make them |
public and should at all times deal fairly |
and frankly with their stockholders and |
the public in general. This, in my estirna- 4
tion, is the best means of encouraging con-
fidence among those who have money to in-
vest and among those who are already
stockholders. But, above all, this publicity
and fair dealing would almost entirely do
away with the many ‘wildcat’ financial
schemes which have thrived in the past
and which the government is endeavoring
to suppress by depriving them of the use
of the malils and in other ways.

“Within the last few years the American
public has lost many millions of dollars
throu® swindling operations in imaginary
enterprises, bucket shops and get-rich-
quick schemes generally, prompted by al-
luring advertisements and circulars. If the
investors Lad had opportunity to know the
real financial condTtion of these companies
and their business methods their savings
would not have been lost. Instead, their
money would have been put into legitimate
business corporations.

“The main difficulty has been that the
investing public has been unable to distin-
guigh, because of the secretive policy main-
tained by so many genuine, bona fide in-
stitutions, between the legitimate and the
illegitimate ones. The former can afford to
deal openly with the public, but the get-
rich-quick concerns cunot.

“here is nothing which would do more.
to divert the investments of the country
into honest enterprises than the publicity
of their financial conditions and business
methods. The result wouid necessariiy
mean prosperity for all concerned. A fed-
eral incorporation law properly framed
would assist in bringing this about.”

_The question whether or not Mr. Bal-
linger is an unfaithful public servant is of
little consequence compared to saving the
coal land in Alaska and the water power
everywhera for the people. If these re-
sources are saved, the men against whom
the majority of the investigating commit-
tee have decided will win, no matter what
the majority may say. If the resources are
lost to the people, these men will lose, too.
That is what the fight is about.
