There is an imp-like manifestation of

the perversity of fate in the occurrence
of the latest war scare at Washington

simultaneously with the opening of an
exceptionally Important and hopeful
peace conference and the announcement
|of an entirely unprecedented gift for the
promotion of irenic effort. We should

m t. without stronger indications than

are now apparent, suspect that there
was any Other than a fortuitous con-
nection between the two. We prefer to
regard the exposition of our military
weakness and the appeal for better
preparation for possible war as no less
sincere, patriotic and humane than the
\u25a0protests against militarism and the ap-
peals for peace among the nations. But
in that view of the case there Beams to
be no occasion for hysterics or excite-
ment—as though the .Swiss navy were
actually sailing upon Chicago.

Itis the tritest of truisms that Amer-
ica is not a military nation in any such
sense as is Germany or France or the
other armed powers of Europe. Itnever
baa been. We trust that it never will
he. It was a fundamental idea of our
ancestors in founding this republic that

it never should be. The geographical
conditions of the country appear to deny

the need of it. IfPrance had remained
seated in Louisiana and had developed
there an empire* comparable with our
own country in size, population and
strength, separated from u> by only the
Mississippi Kiver, there might have been
need of guarding that frontier as the
Germans guard the Rhine. But with the
consummation of the Louisiana I'nr-
chase Hamilton's scheme of our domina-
tion of the continent was so fully real-
lied m to assure us thereafter perpetual
exemption from the perils of a formid-
able neighbor. From that time forward
it was reasonable to hope that America
would not have to make and keep her-
sfif an armed camp. Nor do we yet see

any convincing evidence that the hope
was vain.
Itmust. of course, be conceded that

it).- rnitod States needs an army, and
that it should be much larger now than
it. was years ago. Granted that ii is
always to he. as we sincerely hope it
will be, on a peace footing, still the
peace force should bear some relation-
ship to our population and to the ma
terial Interests which are to be .safe-
guarded. That lsj-equired by the very
considerations which require the exist-
ence of any army ot all. Itgoes without

MR. 31' A DOG'S WITHDRAWAL.
The withdrawal of Mr.McAdoo's offer

leaves the city with only the offer of the
Interborough Rapid Transit Company
before it. Mr. McAdoo could not rival
that proposal In its extent, and no one
Is likely to be able to do bo, for the
reason that the [nterboroasjh is already
in the field and what it proposes is an
addition to a large system now in ex-
istence. If comprehensiveness is to be
the test, any competitor in order to rival
the Interborough would have to offer a
system as bier as the present subway,
plus all that the Interoorough company
is willing to add to it. That is practi-
cally impossible, and. on the other hand.
it is unlikely that .the public will sacri-
fice comprehensiveness for the advan-
tages of competition, great as recent
events have shown them to be. Itseems
certain, therefore, that the city willcome
to terms with the Interboroogli company.

Ifthis is to be done let it be done
with as little delay as possible. The
public is weary of endless waiting. The
abandonment of the triborough route will
involve certain necessary delays. Plans
had been prepared for it. Contracts had
been advertised and bids had been opened
and were ready for acceptance. Much of
ibis willhave to be done over again with
respect to the I borough proposals. If
;the city decides to accept those proposals
at once itwillbe months before the new
lines can be advanced to the stage in
which the triborough Is to-day. Oppor-
tunities for delay exist all along the
route of preparation, and the Interbor-
ough managers are past masters at caus-
ing delay. There will be room for dis-
putes about details, for differences of
opinion over plans and contracts among
the engineers of the Public Service Com-
mission, those of the Enterborougb com-
pany and those of the Board of Estimate
and Apportionment Ifitis fair to judge

from the record of the Interborough com-
pany in its transactions with the public
authorities, hitches which involve de-
lay will be of frequent occurrence.

Therefore we say let a beginning .be
made with the utmost expedition, so that
digging may be under way at the earliest
possible moment.

As for Mr. McAdoo, genuine regret will
be felt that he is not. to become a prime
factor in local traction. His offer was a
