International Fixtures Likely to
Make for Good.

AMBITIOUS PLANS MADE

American Amateurs to Try Their
Luck in Big Tournaments
Abroad.

Amateur billiards has achieved a hither-
to unprecedented place in sport in this
country which promises to reach its highest
cevelopment this season. The internation-
al and national championships in classes
A and B, determined upon during the last
week, mark a milestone. Never before have
two European champions such as Jacques
Durantierre, of France, and Albert Poens-
gen, of Germany, competed in this country
at the same time. Besides their likely ap-
rcarance here, however, there is another
swory. It means that at least two of ‘the
leading Americans zre later to compete in
the Paris and probably Berlin tournaments
before the summer season, as a return of
the courtesy. In a werd, an international
entente cordiale has been established as to
amateur billiards that should materially
make for good.

Prooklyn, early this year, the endeavor
was made to send an American to the tour-
nament in Paris. The time was too late,
however, <o the plans had to be deferred
until this seascn.

billiards as a means of liveiihood, nor ever
heen engaged in the manufacture or sale
of billiard tables.”

This rule makes no compromise whatever
with professionalism, and amateur billiards
can suffer no taint In this country so long
ias the rule is the foundation of the asso-
ciation. Because of this rule and its ad-
ministration the association has gradually
grown to a position of supreme strength
wkere it may now reach out for interna-
ticnal conquests.

Feared They Foundered.

Boston, Dec. 17.—With the derelict threee
masted schooner Stephen G. Loud, of Ports-
mouth, which was abandoned off Boston
Light yesterday mecrning, in tow, the
nue cutter Cresham is on her way to Bos-
ton. The Loud was picked up in latitude
42:12 north, longitude 69:23 west, according
to a wireless message received from the
Gresham late to-day.

The revenue cutter left Provincetown
carly this morning after seeing the schooner
N. E. Ayer, which had been picked up off
Old Harber and towed to Provincetown,
safely anchored, and after landing the
crews of the Abbie G. Cole and S A
Fownes, which had been rescued from their
sinking craft, and immediately started In
search cf the Loud. At the same time the
Gresham scanned the seas for some trace
of the three coal barges which broke adrift
during the storm and have not since been
seen. The Gresham found no trace of these
barges, and it is now feared that they may
have foundered, with their crews of three
e¢r fcur men e=ch.

The missing barges are the Scranton and
the Binghamton, which were on the way
from New York to Bostom in tow of the
tug Margaret, and one of the barges of the
Consolidated Coal Company, Balt'more for
Boston, in tow of the tug Cumberiand. TRe
Cumberland icst two barges, but one suc-
ceeded in anchoring off Nautett and was re-
covered this morning.
