n-ten!. hich has approved the measure,
that if tno hill becomes a law tlie naval
militia will srrow to a strength of at least••' thousand men capable of being put on
board ship in righting trim on Short notice.
There i«- now no organised naval militia,

but many states have organisations which
are independent and not subject to federal
ontrol. In the event of war. the depart-

ment says, th* President may call on these
men. 3.332 of whom took part in the Spanish

War- and liiey can l*e atwanl ship in fight-

nc r-ondition within thirty-six hours.
