There appears to us to be n certain
hiatns which perbaps he might readily
fill in the otherwise most lmpressive ar-
gument of Dr. Andrew . White's recent
jetter 1o The Tribune on the anarchist
peril in Amerlea. Of the prevalence of
erime in this country all intelligent citl-
gens are painfully aware. The contrast
between the eriminal statistles of the
United States and those of the United
Kingdom cited by D, White I= net epedd-
ftable. But—and this s the point on

whieh Dr. White's argument seems to bed

deficient—where is the prool fhai these
anditiong are due to the too great lax-
ity of our immigration laws gl 1o the
too free admission to this country of
anarchists and alien eriminals?

That way be the fact, and Dr. White
way have the sputigties at band 1o es-
tublish the proposition.

decided fnerense of restrictlons upon im-
migration, may bhe desirable, as indesd
we hiave sugegested, it does not seem 10
us that this conntry is justiy to be de
seribed a& “lying wide open” to anarch-
ists and, eriminals. The theory of our
lw and practice certainly Is 1o exclude
them, and improvement i8 to be made
pot so much by a radieal change in prin-
ciple and disposition as in a stricter
and more effective adminjsiration of ex-
isting lnwe,

The age pension was never intended 1o
be a veteran's gole support, but only a
moderate assistance given him in old
age.  If the sole support theory is to he
accepted, why stop at $15, $20, £25 sl
26 a wonth for varying ages? Why not
make a flat rmte of S50 for every vet
eran over sixty-two?

The [nvalld Pensions Committee of the
House, which reported the Sulloway bill,
made the extraopdinary argument that
the measure ought to pass hecause it
would relieve the committee of the stiag-
gering task of putting throngn private
pension bills, But the committee’s ac
tivities along that line should have been
suspended some time ago. Private pen-
sion bills give clalmants advantages tnl
which they are not entitled under the
genoral inws. They are fustifiable only
i1 exceptional cases. But because the
committees of the Tonse and Senate
have not had the eonrage to refuse 1o
act exeept In really deserving cases, the
had precedent has heen set of passing
thonsands of private bills at each ses-
sion of Congress instend of tens or hun-
dreds. The House committee may think
it will be relieved of doing an unpleasant
duty if the Snlloway measure hecoies
A law. But it will probably find just as
many appeals for specinl relief coming
in afterward as eame in before.

VOTOR CARS AND ROADS.

The complaint of dumage (o park
roads by automobiles |s vigoronsly re-
newed and §s probahly well founded.
At all seasons of the rear those vehicles
have in several respects an Injurions
eftect on maeadam and telford pave
ments,  In dey weather, in summer, hy
virtne of their speed and probably also
their peenline formation. they sweep off
the dust and fine sarface stones, ex-
posing the larger stones which lie helow
and which should always remain cosv-
ered.  In wet weather, and especlally in
winter. their chain clad wheels ent and
grind into the rondbed and make s
and holes. These things have heen (oo
aften observed to be douhtedl.  Tndeed,
it is not lkely that any denial of them
would be made, the ground tuken by an-
tomohilists being—and it is by no means
without force<that their vehicles are
lawful and so useful ns to he practically
indispensable, and that it is inenmbent
upon the city to make roads which will
endare them,

We are Inelined to think, however,
that the damage to the ronds is ehiefly
it not entirely superficial and does not,
as some reports wonlid make it appear,
involve the very foundiation of those ex-
collent pieces of telfo] and maeadam.
It in =ome cares it has gone deeper,
that is probahly beeause there has heen
neglect to repair surfaece breaks and
erosions promptly. The secret of good
reads lHes in maintenance as much as in
opiginal eonstruction,  But it Is also
prohahle that many of these surface in-
Juries might be prevented by avoldance
of the abmses to which motor ears are
ton often sublected, A speed of fen
miles an honr woulid do little harm to
the roads, and that i= as fast 4 ralte g%
ahonld be permitted in the park.  And
while “skidding™ I& 1o he avolded, it
may well he gquestioned whether for that
purpose it is lawful to employ devices
which ruln the roads,

Bir: Mr. Croker. in his excellent articla
“"How Fire Demon's Menu Might He Re-
duced,” in The Tribune on Sunday last,
gay=. “"Clean the cellars of vartous bulld-

fngs of Inflammable material and install
automatic sprinklers.”” He seems to over-
look the fact that cellars are bullt princi-
pally for the temporary or pu-rmmu-nf res
ception of artleles not destred or raquired
In the upper part of the bullding. This
belng the case, they will always remaln the
most dangerous part of the bullding, and it
would be utterly impessible to Keep them
otherwlse,

There Is no doubt that sprinkler systems
are efMeient, but they are costly to Install
Being a practical electriclan, vigiting num-
bers of thess cellars duily, T would suggest
that local automatie fire alarme be in-
stalled.  This could easily and cheaply be
done by placing thermostats or fire dgtect-
Ing wire on the cellipgs connected elec-
trically to a vibrating gong placed in the
upper part of the buldding or on an outside
wall to attract the attentlon of an oecu-
pant or pagserby. 1t would not bhe feasible
to connect all such vardous Installations to
central station®. as this might necessitale
oo greatl a system of outside wiring.

There [ no doubt that by the above sva.
tem of fre protection, by bringlng to notics
the existence of incipient fives, the appalling
number of lives lost and the large amount
of property damage would be greatly de-
ereased, H, Ip MONTGOMERY.
