pr. W. D. Grant Makes Full Sub-
mission to Authorities.

COMMITTEE FOR SEMINARY

Will Work for Oloser Relations
with Institution — Further
Efforts Toward Unity.

Atlantie City, May 27 (Speclal).—WIith a
prayer by the Rev, Christopher Hazard, of
Catskill, N. Y., and the apostolic benedic-
tion pronounced by the Rev, Dr, John F.
Carson, the Moderator, the General As-
sembly was adfourned this noon and a new
one ordered to meet at Loulsville next May,

The Rev. Dr. Willlam D. Grant, who was
suspended from the ministry vesterday by
the assembly, returned to his home, at
Naorthumberland, Penn. When the Preshy-
tery meets in the fall he Intends to presant
A Ftatement expressing his regret that his
views on the FBihle and Preshyterian ddc-
trines have caured the trial. bowing to the
decislon of the assemhbly suspending him,
acknowledging his errors and reafftrming
hig faith in the Scriptures and in the fun-
damental doectrines of the FPreshyterian
| Church. This statement, it {s belisved, will
iF-'iTi“f.\‘ the Preshytery, and Dr. Grant will
he restored to membership and probably to
