MR. ALDRICH 10 TESTIFY

Ready to Appear Before Lorimer
Investigating Committee.

WILL EXPLAIN HIS PART

Hines Has Oharged That ex-Sen-
ator Told Him President Taft
Wanted Lorimer Elected.

Washington, July 1%.—Ex-Senator Nelson
W. Aldrich, of Rhode Island, arrived in
washington to-night, and s ready to ap-
pear hefore the Lorimer investigating com-
mittes at once to explain his alleged ac-
tivitles in connection with the Illinols elec-
tion.

Edward Hines has testified that he walt-
ed until midnight at the Washington home
of Senator Aldriel, whila the Iatter at
the White Housge discussed the IHlinois
deadlock with President Taft, At tha close
of the conference, Hines sald, he was told
by Mr. Aldrich that the President wanted

If they
fall to agree on this last point, an umpire
I# to he chosen hy lot from among & cer-
taln number of members of the Permanent
Court of Arbitration.

By the terms of the speclal agresment
the tribunal is to meet in Washington at
n date to ba fixed by the two governments,
and may fix the time and place of gubse-
quent meetings as may be convenlent, sub-
Jeet to the special direction of the two gov-
ernments.
