WOULD AVET B STRKE

Union Officers Refuse Sanction‘to
Illinois Central Shopmen.

WORKING FOR SETTLEMENT

Action in Chicago Indicates
Peaceful Solution—No Ohange
on Harriman Lines.

Chicago, Sept. §—After members of the
international committee representing unions
involved In the digpute with the Tliinois
Central Railroad Company had refused to-
day to sanction n strike of the federated
shop employes of the road, definite actlon
of any character was deferred until mem-
bers af the executlve hoard of the Inter-
national Association of Machiniste meet in
this city next Sunday.

The international committee decided that
it would be unwise for them to grant the
sanction of the International organizations
to the threatened strike and agreed to turn
responsibility over to the committee of the
federation of the Illinols Central shop
workmen.

Later, however, P. J. Conlin, vice-presl-
dent of the International Asrocintlon of
Machinists, and members of the conference
commitiee, protested against turning over
responsibility to the system federatipn rep-
reseptatives until the executive board of
his erganization could he consulted.

James O'Connell, president of the ma-
chiniste, and other membere of the hoard
were telegraphed for, and will arrive Sun-
day, In the meantime, little change in the
strike situation {8 expected, and Indications
point to no strike.

The International committee was in ses-
gion to-night, secking some rolutlon of
the differences without a strike. At the
close of the day's conference W. F. Kramer,
gecretary of the International Assoclation
of Blackemiths' Helpers and chairman of
the international committee, sald there was
rothing to be made publie. This statement
was taken as an Indleation that the com-
mittes was making every possible effort to
bring about a peaceful ssttlement of the
CONtroversy,

Kruttschnitt Arrives in Chicago.

Julius Kruttschaltt, vice-president of the
Harriman lines, arrlved here to-day and
went to hie office, where he was In confer-
enes with his assistants several hours. He
made the following statement:

1 am not iInterested in any officlal way
in the Illinois Central Rallroad lahor
trouble and know nothing about It except
what I have read In the newspapers. The
Hurriman lines and the Tllineis Central are
entirely Independent and 1 do not see how

San Traneisco, Sept. 8.—Refural of the

Modern Motor Car a Potent Fac-
tor in Road Building.

FLORIDA NOW WAKES UP

———————

Announcement of Glidden Tour
Arouses Activity in Improv-
ing Highways.

Jacksonville, Fla., Bept. 6.—-The great in-
fluence of the automoblle as a potent factor
in road budlding was never so poinredly
shown as in the activity which has followed
the announcement that the 1911 Glidden
tour would be run over the national high-
way Into Jacksonville, the metropolls of
Florida.

For many months gond roads enthuelasts
have been agitating the paving and hard-
surfacing of a stretch of between 18 and 20
miles to the Duval County line from the
clty of Jacksonwille, Nothing seemed to he
sufficlent to aronse the county commission-
ers to action. Within three days after It
was announced that the Glidden tour would
terminate In Jacksonville, public sentiment
compelled the county commissioners to call
a special meeting and let contracts for tha
completion of the entire stretch of work
within sixty days, at a cost of approxi-
matsly $250,000, Part of it is to be paved
with vitrified brick.

Two months ago the assertion that this
would be done would have been considered '
a joke, and engineers would have seouted
the time lmit for the completion of the
work as absurd and impossible, The county
had the money and required the road, and
now there are more than a dozen big gangs
of men at work on the highway. It will be
completed well befors the specified time, 1f
there {8 no eethack.

Other counties through which the tour
will pags have followed the same meli-
ods, and tha Florida end of the highway is
already taking shape. Up through the
Georgla stretch the samé conditions pre-
vall. The near approach of the tour has
stimulated sections of the state not on the
highway to construct good lateral roads
leading Into the highway and to Jackson-
ville. Other citles in Florlda expect the
state to be filled with motorists this win-
ter, and they are undertaking to make It
poseible for them to take many enjoyable
one-day trips to the various resorts.

Miam! is seeking to have the natlonal
highway extended down the pleturesque
eastern coast and northward from New
York to complete the Montreakto-Miaml
highway. Enthusiastic meetings are helng
held in all the counties through which the
Miami extension would pass, and in a num-
ber of them long stretches of the proposed
highway have already been completed.

The good roads idea has caught on in the
remotest seetions, and big bond 18sues are
helng frequently announced. It is not an
exaggeration to say that not less than $10,-
w000 worth of road work is elther now
in progress, already provided for by issues
of road bhonds or in contemplation by tha
voters of Florida counties.
