THE PRIZEFIGHT SCANDAL.

In the present prizefight situation in
this elty Giovernor Dix's administration
1s face to face with a positive scandal.
1f hie cares about the enforcement of the
siate's laws, if he is solicitons about the
fair fame of his administration, it is
high time for Iim to bestir himeelf and
take a hand In that situation.

The Frawley prizefighting law requires
elubs giving these exhibitions to own or
hold a lease for at least one year on the
building in which the fights are to be
glven. The Madison Square Athletic Club,
under a license from the State Boxing
Commisslon, gave the first fight under
the new law at Madison Square Garden
on August 30. To obtain its lcense it
represented itself n€ having a lease on
the Garden for a year from July Z7,
1911, Mr. Frank K. Sturgis, president
of the Madigon Square Garden Company,
tells The Tribune that no lease of the
Garden for every night of the year to
July, 1012, exists

If, as Mr. Sturgls says, no real, hona
fide year's lease exlsfs, the commission
violated the law in licensing this club.
It refused to grant a license to a ¢lub
fn Albany which had a lease of the
tmilding where it wanted to give flzhts
for one night each month instead of for
a5 days.

MONEY AND BUSINESS.

While many of our Industrial plants
are not working up to thelr full eapacity,
while curtailment in productlon con-
tinues in many lines and while extreme
conservatism prevalls in the matter of
making forward commitments, the gen-
eral business situation, as measured hy
bank clearings, the number of idle rali-
way cars and rallroad earnings, shows
tmprovement. Bentlment ls more cheer-
ful regarding the outcome of the cotton
and grain crops, and the actual condl-
tions in the agricultural section of the
country, as a rule, are far more promis-
Ing than they were at the close of July.
The labor outlook is not altogether sat-
fsfactory, but the chances appear to
favor a settlement of existing difMicultles
without the development of widespread
strikes on rallroad lines. The demand
for drygoods i{s heavier than that re-
cently reported, operations in the wool
market are falr in veolume, jobbing and
retail trade in general Is slowly expand-
ing and reports recelved by the commer-
clal agencles covering all parts of the
TUnited States indicate a larger amount
of business in almost all departments of
industry than was recorded at this time
a year ago. A development of valie In
tho last week was the resumption of
work In many New England textile mills,

Money 8 in abundant supply and
stocks on merchants' shelves are low.
The two factors named will encourage
trade expansion, but great actlvity In
anr industries {8 not looked for pending
the elimination of varlous perplexing un-
c¢ertainties of the current sltuation.
Furthermore, it should be borne in mind
that financiers and ordinary business
men are not likely to engage in exten-
slve new undertakings with the approach
of a Presidential year and with the pos-
eibility of tariff changes ahead. The in-
nquiry for money from Stock Exchhnge
houzes iz almost at a standstill, owing
to the ahsence of active speculation on
the Stock Exchange, and the banks are
finding lttle employment for their sur-
plus funds in either time loans or com-
mercial paper, the offering of the latter
belng lght and confined in large part to
second grade bllls. Efforts to force the
rate of discount to 5 per cent have not
been effective, owing to the stagnation in
callateral loans, which Induces many
banks and trust companies to accept a
414 per cent quotation on paper that is
beyond all suspiclon. Interlor with-
drawals of currency fincldent to the
financing of the crops have not vet de-
veloped In volume, and cash supplies at
out-of-town points are g0 ampis this
yvear that a heavy draln on the local In-
stitutions is improbable, Activity in the
money market would be nccompanled by
a flow of gold from Europe.

Some improvement {s reported [n the
cotton trade, and although buyvers are
not disposed to make large purchases,
owing to the uncertaln price outlook, the
general feellng in the iIndustry is far
from pessimjstic, With the appearance
of the new crop for actual use it s not
unlikely that the mill men who have
been opposed to taking orders at pre-
valllng quotations will be willlng to ac-
cept businege on the currgnt basis. The
roturns of the National Ginners' Asso-
clation, showing more than 700,000 bales
of new cotton ginned prior to September
1, agninst 353,000 bales a year ago and
476,005 bales—the preceding high record
—reported in 1005, tend to encourage
the expectation of more than a normal
harvest and a rapldly developing demand
from home and forelgn splnners, while
the present course of gpeculation on the
Cotton Exchange discourages the idea
of materlally higher prices for the raw
produet. Commodity prices, as a rule,
are high and stiff quotations for wheat
throughout the yecar appear to be fore-
shadowed by the latest government fig-

in the spring wheat country. The con-
ditlon of corn iz better than that re-
corded at the beginning of August, and

Blast furnace output In Angust showed
a substantial galn, the bulk of which
came from =tecl producing companles,
According to “The Iron Age the daily
average plg jron production in the last
month was 62,150 tons, ngainst 57,451
tons fn July and 59,085 tons in June, the
total production for the perlod belng at
tha titte of 22,684,750 tons a year, com-
paring  with approximately 27,000,000
tong brought out fn 1910, Steel Ingot
production of the TUnited States Bteel
Corporation In August made a high rec-
ord for the year at 1,225000 tons. Since
September 1 there has been a slizht fall-
ing off in the operations at the stesl
mills, but the decline Is not eonsldered
an indication of a serlous reductlon in
the volume of orders for finished steel
materials, although it is generally con-
ceded that there will be nothing in the
nature of & boom in the fron and steel
industry in the course of the next twelva

months, In August stocks of copper on
hand In the United States decreased
4,207,057 pounds, an especially good

showing, as production inereased from
the July figures of 112,000,000 pounds to
upward of 125,500,000 pounds, the latter
belng exceeded In the current year by
the output of only two months, March
and May. A gradual diminution of the
world's stocks appears assured.

Correspondent Adduces Figures in Rat-

ing Germany Below United States.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: I was very glad to sea In your
editorfal this morning on German &nd
Amerlean navies an arnswer to the pre-
mature ?I::rl Il:‘!i!‘l‘!_'!“-'!‘-": statements (|f I';ur-
man naval "exper colrcldent with the
recent Kiel review, placing Germany in
seennd rank of the world's navies and the
United States third. But in your very ad-
mirable comparison of the pre-Dreadnongiit
battleships of each natlon I would not sven
use accompanylng questlon muarks.

In the minds of all the world's naval
men thers Ia no doubt about the position
of the Unlted States, CGermany {9 in thied
place at the present time and will ba‘until
the fall of 193 and then her margin over
us will be very narrow.

The United States has twenty-five pre-
Dreadnought battleships, sixteen of which
are first class, to Cermany’'s twenty, ten
of which are first class: and In every class
of vessels of the sama date the Amerlean
ships are superlor In speed nnd armor,
But the most telilng point 1s that of arma-
ment. In the Amerlean twenty-flve ship
fleet thers Is a total of elghty-elght 12-inch,
thirty-two 13-inch, one hundred and, forty-
four S-Inch, one hundred and twenty-eight
T-Inch and minety d-inch guns, whila in the
Germun twenty-ghip fleet thers s a total
of forty 1l-inch, forty 9%Inch and threa
hundred and twenty é-inch. In these days
of blg gun ships the comparison {a obvious.
In armored eorulsers Germany la also out-
clnsved, possessing nine to our fteen.

Now we come to the matier of Dread-
noughts, and It 18 here that most people
are In error In thelr ealeulations. Flguring
In the two crulser-Drendnoughts, whieh nre
not the equal of battleshilp Dreadnoughts,
Germany has ready for service to-day nine
vessels of this type on which the powers
rely for thelr chisf naval strength, while
the United States has only sl But,
averaging up as bhefore, the Amerleans
Aguin wre superior in protection and speed
(exenpt in the aof the two erulser-
Direndnouglits, which would have to opsrate
Independent of the other seven to utlilze
their extra knote), and in the most yital
potnt of all, broadside fire, conld dofeat the
opposing fleet of three more vessels thag
thelr own.

Germany made a bad mistake in hep

noughts could mot lve for ten minutes in
this imaginary engagement, 1ae result 1s
also obvlous.
As you gtate In your edltorial, techntral
Aata must be taken into account in estimat-
ing the comparative strength of the
navies, and the abovo detalls clearly show
the remarks on Germany's rank of #scond
appearing with the accounts of the Kiel
review to be incorract.

of dancing which ara so disgusting and
nauseating to any decent peraon that the
criminal law shoutd certainly ba put into
force, o that such publie exhibitions may
be prevented. Bome of the dances, such a8
tha *“turkey trot,” ‘lovers’ two-step,’”
vgrizzly hog,'” ete., are vile, and should ba
prohiblted by law. In addition to the dis-
gusting features, the Influence of these
dances Is g0 powerful as to attract many
af the younger generation and has in many
ingtances besn the primary cause af many
a young glrl's ruin.

About one vear ago, through the efforts
af Mrs. Israel, & law was enacted by the
Legislatura of this state which required
dancing hall proprietors to procure licensea
for the purpose of conducting their bust-
negs. The leense fes was flxed at §0 per
annum. This law has had absolutely no
offect in the mdwsment to abollsh immoral
daneing in publle or the teaching of im-
moral dances. In addition to swelling tha
coffers of the state, its only henefit has
Been to maks these halls less dangerous in
cnsa of fire. But dlves whera low, vile and
disgusting dances are taught, whera young
people are misied by dancing masters who
practise the sn-called  profession for
pecuniary gain only, are still flourishing, In
gpite of the fact that the dance hall pro-
prietor pays the license fee.

From my ohservation, it would seem that
the proper method of remedying the situa-
tion is to have an organized body, such &3
the Soclety for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Children, whose agents shall visit places
at the times when dancing is in progress
and ghall act in mccordance with proper
authority.

To treat of
International righteousness, and justice In
the same breath with utterances tending to
arouge natlonal passions and prejudices s
merely begzing the question and reducing
the whole subject to absurdity.
