The suprems court of baseball is brave.
1n deciding by unanimous vote at its meet-
ing in Cincinnat! last week to take over
hereafter the sale and distribution of all
tickets for world's serics games it showed
a courage proof against all criticlsm. Ticket
speculating !s hard to control, but rather
than run the risk of another scandal the
Natlonal Commission has not ehirked a
plain duty, and hereafter will assume the
burdens and responsibilities of supplying
thirty or forty thousand seats to slxty or
eighty thousand glamoring fans. 1t is well,
as, while the commission. with a paid corps
of helpers, may find the going rough and
stony, there will he less chance for the
kind of eriticlsm which hurts the sport.
The cluhe will profit, too, as hardly a year
has passed since the series was instituted
without one club or another loging many
friends.

In view of the fact that the commission
decided to pursue the investigation of the
ticket scalping in the series just hrought
to an end, some evidence, involving either
the New York or Philadelphla club, or
gsome of thelr employes, must have heen
submitted. Evidently Byron Bancroft John-
son, president of the American League, was
better informed than Thomas J. Lynch,
president of the National League, as the
latter, in leaving for Cincinnatl on Wednes-
day, did not hesitate to express the opinion
that nothing would come of the Investiga-
tlon excopt talk. Whetheér or not the New

York club is guilty of traflicking in tickets, |

the fact remains that it has been placed in
a bad lght. Under the clrcumstances it
was the hounden duty ¢f the National
Commission to pursue the investigation far
enough to either punish or acquit. Few
fair minded persons go so far as to lay the

ON' COLLEGE  GRIDIRONS

Rules Committee Has a Plain
Duty Following Freak Goal.

PARODY ON GAME DECRIED

Football 8truggles on Saturday
Point the Way to More
Bitter Battles.

With all respect to the football rules
committee, It strikes me that it has not
done its full duty In considering and not
acting on a point which brought about the
anomalous econdition that obtmined in the
Frinceton-Dartmouth struggle on S8aturday.
That De Witt's goal from the field was a
football freak that would not occur agaln
perhaps in many vears does not lessen the
responsibility or excuse the oversight If the
contingency were suggested, as Parke H.
Davis, Princeton's representative on the
committes, admits. Under the rule which
turns otit to be go ambiguous, W, 8. Lang-
ford, the referee, had no option. He was
supported In his Interpretation by Walter
Camp, one of the leading authorities on
the sport, as told In The Tribune yester-
day, and other good judges agree with his
ruling, while admitting that the score wius
not deserved. Surely the spirit, if not the
letter, of the rule was violated, In that vie-
tory rested with Princeton on, & technl-
cality, and In that a play so poorly exe-
cuted that it deserved punishment made
that victory possible, 1t iz presumed by
followers of the sport that a goal from the
fleld should go over the bar and hetween
the posts as the result of a well directed
kick and on the fly. It Is not consistent
with the spirit of falrness that the result
of any competition or struggle should hinge
on mere chance, or, worse yet, on poorly
directed effort, more particularly If such
condition could be guarded against. A
bounding football, as so many know, acts
At times as If possessed of some weird and
uncanny spirit. It does strange and pe-
cullar things not governed by any laws.
Why, then, should a ball which bounis
over the bar from a poorly made kick be
rewarded In the same way as one of merit?
It makes a parody of football, and unless
the rule makers provide against such a
eontingency in the future they will fall in
thelr duty to the great college game. A
\;ivtory that brings no elation, as was the
dase at Princeton on Saturday, s a victory
not worth having.

Yale's eleven showed on Saturday in
clearly outplaving Brown that it will be
ready for Princeton on the last day of this
week. The Tigers showed in theilr game
with Dartmouth that they had power in
reserve and, In turn, would be ready for
Yale. | must defer a final analysis until I
have had one more look at Yale In prac-
tice, as I went to Princeton on Saturday
in preference to New Haven, to canfirm
judgment, If possible, of the Tigers
in the game with Harvard.
