THEGINDIAN CAPITAL

Fhe ehanging of the eapital city of one
of the world's greatest emplres Is an in-
cident of geographical and historieal im
portanee.  In the present ease it is also
investedd with peculine sentimental fnter
est. anil may be expected 1o eaercige no
Httle politien!l and social influence.  In-
doedd, we may suppose that it was largely
becunse of this last eonsideration that
the change was niade.  ITn some respects
Calentta, Maeaulasy's “clty of palaces”
is weh wore desivalble than Delhi as the
gent of British Indian government, It is
fivee or six thmes larger, more apccessihle
and defensible aud ineamparably more
fportant a& g commereial centre

The radieal difference between the two
cities in thelr slegnificance in Tndian his-
tory. polities and soclology, however, is
that Calentta is essentinlly wodern and
= inszeparably and exelusively gssociated
with Pritish domination, while Dwlhi is
i ow surpassing degree pesocinted with
the anclent glories of native India. In
the davs of Akbar Calentty was an in-
slgniftennt village. A% a plaee of any
real importance it was fonnded by Job
Charnoek, of the British Past India ('om-
pany, as late as 1680, and the present
eity dates from 1707 1t was not g seat
of even provineial govenment until 1707,
aud did not beeoms the ecapital until
1954 Delhi. on the other hand, datee
from prehistorie times, while the pres-
ent existing city harks buck at least ax
far ue the eleventh century. Two Hindn
dynasties held sway there before the Ma-
hometan conquest, and it was {here that
the first Mahometan raler estublished his
c¢ourt and enpital. Thereafior the place
had a varied eureer, being cometimes
ahandoned as a capitnl i1 favor of .\grgl
and Labore.  But It was the eapital of
toae Moguls in the most splendid era of
thelr empire, from Akbar and Jehan 1o
Aurungzebe, and in the dave of the Per-
stan Invasion, the Mahratia wars and the
Muting it was the most consplomoms of
Tndian eities

OPPRESSIVE POSTAL KAVTHS

The activities of the Christinas seuson
have snee more brought into unpledsant
relief the defielencies and unjust diserim-
inations of the government’s parcels post
serviee,  Hundreds of thousands  of
Cliristinns givers who wisgh to send pach-
ages to a distanee turn to the pestoffice
to escape the exactions of the express
ecmpanies, But unless they want o dis-
patel pareels to Enrope, Asia, Africa or
Somth Amerlen, ingtead of to some less
remote point of delivers within the bor
ders of the Union, they are met with an
exorhitant rate and an unreasonable lim-
itation on the welght of the package.
Not only does the United States charge
ft= own eltizens much more for a natural
governmental service than foreign zov-
ernments charge theirs, but It makes
coneessions in earrying mail to and from
forelgn countries which it denles to per-
sons using the postal serviee within its
own bounduries,

The postal authorities will earry 1o or
from a foreign eountry packages weigh:
ing s nmeh as eleven pounds.  But the
American who sends a Christmas pres-
ent from one state to auother or from
one town to another is eonfronted with
A four-ponnd welzht linit.  Moreaver, he
finds that he Is vequired to pay 18 cents
a pound for the transportation of a pack-
gge which may travel a few miles or o
few blocks, while the government is will
ing to provide for the earrying of an
eleven-pound package all the way from
san Franeiseo to St Petershyrz for 12
cents a ponmd.  The illogieal quality of
=il an arrangement js enongh to canse
peevishness and irritation. even in the
midst of the season of universal gowd

The domestic charge of 16 conts a
povml for pareels is the' highest in the
world,  In Germany, Aunstrin, Italy and
the Fnited Kingdom domestie fonre-ponnd
packages are carried for a total charge
of 12 econts.  Franee charges 11 cents,
telgium 10, Japan 8 and Switzerland 5.
Mexico charges 24 and Ruseia from 28
1o 41 1t is left 1o the Tnited States 1o
exact 61 cents—more than five times as
much as is held to be ressonable hy the
postal anthorities of other leading na-
tions,  The Christmas mail nsers have o
right to feel that they are heing made o
