24.-Through remarks
carelessly made by James B. McNamata
while he was having a suit of clothes
fitted by T C. BJorm. a tailor In Salt IaK»
City, In I*», the federal grand Jury to-day
obtained evidence which. It Is said,
brought about Important disclosures con¬
cerning the Identity of men who helped to
blow np places In the "West.
BJorm, who testified before the grand

Jury, is said to have hoard from M,
Ñamara not only about the plans to blow
up a hotel In Salt Lake City In December
of that year, but also about the details as
to how It wa« to be done and who was to
do it.
According to the information said to

hav» been given to the grand jury, Mr-
Ñamara was out there looking for help¬
er» who were familiar with explosives.
Assurances were said to have been given
by lilm that the system of blowing up
places with bombs carried about In suit¬
cases had been tried out in the fcant for
