FRENCH POPULATION SHRINKS

Censns Shows Falling Off in Sixty-nine

Departments—Migration to Paris.

Parig, Jan. 19.—The results of last vear's
census In France have now been officlally
published. They show that the population
numbers but lttle over 39.50,000 persons,
the lnerease for the previous dve yoars be-
tng only 849,254, In the last forty years the
population has [ncreased by only three and
& halt milllons. The increse in the last
auinquennial perlod Is accounted for prac-
tically entirely by the growth in the popu-
1atlon of the Seine Department. In sixty-
four departments the populiation has acts
uvally declined,

The figures indicate a continual migra-
tlon from the rural Jdistricte to the large
towns, especlally to Parle, tne population
of which ls returned at 2,888,110,

Treaty To Be Signed at Budapest

Healing Long Standing Grievance,

Vienna, Jan. 27.—A copyright treaty be-
tweon the United States and Hungary will
be signed at Budapest on Tuesday next,
The Amerlcan Ambassador, Richard C.
Kerens, by special authorlzation of Presi-
dent Taft, will slgn for the Unlted States.

This I8 the first direct treaty between the
United States nnd Hungary, and it {s hoped
that it will remove the long-standing griev-
ance of Hungarian authors and composers,
who herctofore have been unprotected in
America.

There has already been evidencs of in-
ternational jealousy and intrigue in this
revolt and things were getting 1o a prety
pass, with certain charges and eounter-
charges, when an agreement was rtgqlud
among the powers to act In concert in ax-
tending friendly advice to China. Possibly
this agrsement may be the first step tows
ard harmonious actlon in all  mattes
pertaining to (Tina.

A deep &nd hithertn highly surecessful
diplomatic game is afoot on the part of
some one whose identity is still unknown.
To bring the Russians and the Japaness,
whose speclal iInterests are prednminant,
into concerted action with the powers wan
an achievement In ftself. Tt !s =afs to say¥
that either one or the other of tha spe.
elally situated powers would rather have
run the show for themselves. But no ona
power his hecn able at any tima tn abs
tain the advantage. The English, it Ia
true, lent the good offices of the British
consul at Hankew in ths pralimihary
# ops for the arrangement of an armistica
and the negotiations, but further than
this, as far as is known, no power took
separate actlon or led the procession fn
gny way. And the English, in lending
their good offices, did so with tha full
knowledge of the other powers concarned,
It is sald, here In gossipy Peking, that the
Japanese are much vexed becausa they
have not been able to take the 1eading
part. but ax to this no one actually knows.

The old, vexatlous question of money in
still with us. The imperial government is
absglutely, pitiably “proke,” and should
the peace negotiations fail it will be more
tham ever the duty of the powera to de-
clde whether Yuan Shibh-kal shall have An
opportunity afforded to him to carty on
the fight. Without a foreign loan, as avery

one, even Yuan himself, will admit, &
continuation of the struggle will ba ime
possible. The rebele are even worse off,
for they have not heen recognized by the
powers, and the chances of borrowing tha
money which they need so badly on thelr
own credit are less than those of the im-
perial government.

It the negotiations fall the question will
be clean cut and well defined. The powers
must either sanction a loan to the ime
perfal government or be respongible for
the chaos which is sure to follow. The
matter has been under conslderation by
the forelgn governments, but ne deciston
has been reached; the powers hold aloof
until they sce the outcome of the Shanghal
effort at peace. Some nations, it is known
here, tavor the lending of money, but cer-
taln others—or at least one other—have
blocked the programme for fear of re-
prisals on the part of the rebels for thin
assistance to the imperial governméni.
The rebels have sent message after mes-
sage to the ministers of forelgn nationd
here protesting agalnst any loan being
made. They threaten a boycott of forelgn
goods, These threats have had their effect
tn certaln quarters and have served for the
timea heing to block the loan negaotiations

The ministers who favor the loan do not
fear tlie threatensd boycott as much as the
