But it
resilted In damage to the park, even
though it dld not injure any one. In the
future the police will arrest any aviator
landing in the park. I will press the suit
end make it a test case."

The damage referred 1o by the Commis-
gioner was done by people crowding on the
fieid where Beatty's machine landed, 1t
wae the North Meadow, which has been in-
closed in o high fence pending the com-
gletion of the reclamation work there. The
erowd tore down the fenoe.

“If that had been summer time' said
Commissioner Stover, “and thousands of
persong on tlie grass, there {8 no telling
how many would have becn injured in the
stampeda to get out of tha way of the
machine. The one real thing of value in
tkat filght was the {llustration of what a
foolkardy thing it would be to have leles
of gafety in Central Park or any other park
of the city. The Aero Club is against such
& thing, and T hope some action {s taken to
prevent any more flights over the city.”

Park Commiseioner Higeina of The Bronx
has placed himself on record as ahsolutely
opposed to isles of safety in his parks,
Beatty ascended from the North Meadow
shortly after 9 o'clock vesterday morning,

Eeatty, who on Tuesdny had the honor of
beilng the first aviator to fly over New York
City and make a landing in Central Park,
returned to his hangar at Nassau Eoule-
vard vesterday morning, where he waa
heartily grested hy the other memberas of
the aviation colony now gathering on Leng
1sland for the spring flying

Beatty left his biplane in Central Park
under guard on Tuesday night, but was
tuning it up at & o'clock yesterday morn-
fng. Both motor and propeller workesd
gmoothly in their preliminary trial, and, as
the weather conditions were perfect, the
aviator ross from the ground at 5.8 a. m.,
turning the nose of his machine skywurd at
about twenty degrees, 6t which angle he
flew until his altitude was over 2,000 feet.
